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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study students’ condition; 2) to offer the guidelines
on developing the appropriate curriculum for students’ condition. The research method was the
quality research which was studied from documents, texts and the related research, and students’
condition and the learners’ opinion on the curriculum by asking, testing, measuring attitude, group
focus, and interview in depth according to CIPP MODEL. The results of this research showed as
follows:

Most students’ domicile was from Muang district, Buriram and their parents were farmers.
They have decided to study at Buriram Rajabhat University because it was economical, it would
be the opportunity to get a good job in the future, and it made them confident in the educational
system management. They have decided to study at Architectural Technology program because it
would be the opportunity to get a good job after they graduated and it was the program that
was right for their skillfulness and interests.

Before furthering their education, most students were healthy and skillful or good at sports,
and it was found that students who were disabled and diseased were the obstacle with the class.
With regard to most students’ feeling, the thing that made them very proud was the opportunity
to continue their education and they hoped that when they finished the education, they would get
a good job to look after their family. The students’ previous educational qualification was the high
school level (Mathayom 6) and the total average results were at the satisfactory level (2.00-2.49).
The average results of the art subject were at the good level. They were skillful and had a special
ability of the art and the picture drawing, but after they were tested about their skillfulness, it
was found that most students got lower points than the specific standardized one. Most students
participated in school activities and their hobbies were sports and music.

In the opinion on the educational management process of the curriculum, it was found that
the course description of the purposive course was appropriate for students’ need. Lecturers always
entered the class to teach and were punctual. At the equal part, it was found that lecturers had a
good relationship with students, understood them, and were adapted to students so that they were
brave to ask for some advice. The lecturers’ teaching methods as a whole were easy to understand
and they taught in details and clearly, and they were used to apply in the real situation. The
measure and evaluation were appropriate by using the students’ ability to make decision. Using
the teaching media could make understanding in a fair way up to a good one. However, it was
found that there were a little of classrooms, and the rooms were not enough to be ready to use.
The educational durable articles were not good and they should be fixed a lot.

After some students came to study at BRU, it was difficult that they were unexpected. The
lecturers assigned a lot of homework so that they had to stay up late and felt serious. Expenses

of learning instruments were very high. They did not understand at all when they studied and



most of them thought that they had to try to be diligent, patient, and responsible for the work.
Most were proud of their ability that was better and the thing that they learned of how to solve
the difference and reduce the difference between expectations to the things that happened, that is,
trying to accept and understand the characteristics of the subjects that they had to use the effort,
patience, and had meditation. They tried to study hard, that is, before working, they practice and
knew how to set the time and knew the important level of work.

From the result of measuring the life quality of Department of Mental Health, Ministry of
Public Health with self-measurement, it was found that there were 7 students from 10 who had
the life quality as a whole at the medium level; 1 from 4 who had the life quality as a whole at
the good level, and 1 from 20 who had the life quality as a whole at the poor level.

The suggestions for Curriculum Administration Committee consisted of transforming the
curriculum structure into the Cooperative Education Curriculum, reforming the curriculum as the
integrated course, supplementing the foundation course that had the emphasis on the education
and finding the designing equipments of applying the theory to the action or reforming the
foundation course content of Architectural Design in the practical course for the measurement and the
evaluation by providing the mark based on the students’ development, giving the suggestion to
lecturers at the low level that they should develop the various teaching methods that were appropriate
for the students’ condition without the detachment or the diffusion, and reducing the learning
course in order that the necessary courses would be used in the integrated way in the future.

The suggestion for the next research was that the foundation research of the students’
condition and the action research of the curriculum development should be continuously

conducted.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study satisfaction of elementary level students towards
English camp, and 2) to compare satisfaction levels towards the process of English camp
classified by genders and guardians’ occupations. The subjects were 100 grade 4-6 students of
Anuban Buriram school, Educational Service Office Area 1, Buriram Province. The tools used to
collect data were checklist questionnaires and open-ended questions totalling 15 items.
The statistics used to analyse the data were Mean (X), Standard Deviation (S.D.), t-test and
F-test. The findings were as follows:

1. The satisfaction of elementary level students towards English camp was at a high level
(X = 2.66).

2. The satisfaction levels towards the process of English camp in aspects of enjoyment,
creative support, reading support and pronunciation activities of the students who have different
genders were statistically different at the level of .05. Other aspects were not different.

3. The satisfaction levels towards English camp in all aspects: input, process, and output of

the students whose guardians have different occupations were not different.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the factors influencing on the low education
grade and effecting on the retirement as well as the tendency of problem solution: a case study of
the students in the Buriram Rajabhat University. The examples in this research had two groups as
first was the 115 persons of the students getting the low education result in the first semester of
2009 by purposive sampling, second was the 10 students retired from the University. The statistic
for analysis of the data was percentage.

The results were found that the most students were the female getting the average grade
in the high school at 2.01-2.50. After studied in the University, they specified the causes of low
education grade because of reason as follows; the basic knowledge had less, it could not classify
the time for education and private work in each day, they did not love the education and at last
they had the girlfriend or boyfriend while studied the education. For the recommendation in order
to develop the University, it could be that 1) it could make the suggestion office where could
suggest in everything, 2) it could open the education during the summer semester for re-grading
and 3) it could appreciate or give the certificate to the student who ever had the low education

grad and then could get the good grade in the later semester.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the levels of knowledge and understanding about
the principles of Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of Buriram Rajabhat students, study the relation
between knowledge and understanding and practices according to the principles of Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy of students, and to compare the practice accordingly to the concepts of
Sufficiency Economy. The samples were categorized accordingly to their sex, age, faculty, students’
monthly income, and their parents’ monthly income. The number of population used in this study
were 4982 full time students of Buriram Rajabhat University and the samples were 371 students
drawn through stratified random sampling. The statistics employed to analyze the data were
frequency, standard deviation, percentage, and mean. The researchers tested the hypotheses with
t-test, F-test, and Pearson Correlation Coefficient. The research findings were below.

1. The students’ knowledge and understanding about the principles of Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy were at moderate levels. The most 3 correct answers were about the principles of the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy could be applied in all levels, the students understood what the
principle of the Sufficiency Economy was, and the principles of the Sufficiency Economy was earning
one’s life peacefully, spend money suitably to their income, and know how to spend money wisely.

2. The students took the principles of Sufficiency Economy into practice in the following
issues: suitable actions, logic, immunity, knowledge conditions, and morality.

3. The knowledge and understanding about how to take the concepts of Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy to practice had the relation with logic, immunity, and morale conditions.

4. The result of comparing the implementation of the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy
was the students who had different sex and monthly income took the guidelines of taking the
Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy differently. The differences were at .05 statistical significances.

5. The results of comparing the implementation of the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy
classified by students’ ages were the students who had different ages took the concepts of the
immunity into action differently. Being categorized accordingly to the students’ faculty, it was
found that the students who were under different faculty took the concepts of suitable actions,
logic, and immunity into action differently. After considering through the income of their parents,
the researchers found that there was statistical significant difference at .05 level in the aspect of

having immunity.
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Abstract

This project deals with extraction biological evaluation and dying properties of Kanchanaburi
gratum (Wight) SW. Mitra, var, gratum. The solvents that used for extraction were hexane,
dichloromethane, ethyl acetate, ethanol and methanol by taking the dry 300 g ferment with
the organic solvent three times. Crude extracts of them were analyzed for antioxidant and
antimicrobacterial activity. The DPPH and FRAP assays were used for determining all of crude
extracts as antioxidant activities and polyphenolic contents. For polyphenolic contents were arranged
from maximum to minimum: crude ethanol, crude methanol and crude ethyl acetate, respectively.
Total antioxidant activity of crude extract by which DPPH assay has IC_ 53.65 ppm for ethanol
and methanol extract, they were the best antioxidant capacity. The other extracts such as hexane,
dichloromethane, ethyl acetate extract have IC50 579.573, 1466.941, and 60.078 ppm. For total
antioxidant activity by FRAP assay gain the highest ferrous concentration were crude ethanol,
crude ethyl acetate, crude methanol equal to crude dichloromethane, and crude hexane respectively.
Some of bacteria as E.coli, Klebsiella spp. Enterobacter spp. and Citrobacter spp. were uses for
determining all crude extracts against microbial growth. Only crude hexane wasn’t inhibit but for
crude of dichloromethane, ethyl acetate, ethanol and methanol inhibit all bacterial use in the ranges
of concentration. For dying properties of crude ethanol get shade of yellow and brown which such

durable by effect of rust.
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Abstract

The experiment was to compare the using of chemical fertilizer 15-15-15 and 16-20-0 as
alternative solution in hydroponics system for growth and yield of Chinese Kales. The experiment
was set at Faculty of Agricultural Technology, Buriram Rajabhat University with two experiments.
First experiment was designed into RCBD with 7 treatments 3 replications namely; 1) standard
solutions (control) 2) 15-15-15 3) 16-20-0 4) Bioextract 5) 15-15-15 + Bioextract 6) 16-20-0+
Bioextract and 7) 15-15-15 + 16-20-0. The using of standard solutions showed highest growth of
Chinese Kale with highly significant (p<0.01). However using 15-15-15 + 16-20-0 ratio 1:1 trended
increase Chinese Kale growth more than other ones. Second experiment was designed into CRD
with 4 treatments 50 replications (one plant) namely 1) standard solutions, EC = 04 mS / cm
(control) 2) 15-15-15 + 16-20-0 (1:1) EC = 04 mS/cm 3) 15-15-15 + 16-20-0 (1:15) and 4)
15-15-15 + 16-20-0 (1:2) EC = 0.6 mS/cm. Plant height, width and number of leaves at 15 days,
30 days and 45 days after planting and fresh weight, dry weight at harvested were collected
and analyzed in ANOVA and DMRT. Although using of chemical fertilizer formula 15-15-15 and
16-20-0 as alternative solution showed highly significant (p <0.01) lower in height, width and
number of leaves fresh weight and dry weight than using standard solution from College of
Agriculture and Technology Buriram but using chemical fertilizer formula 15-15-15 and 16-20-0
(1:1) , 20 ml of bio-extract, EC = 04 mS /cm showed higher growth and yield than the mixing
1:15 (EC = 0.5 mS /cm) and the mixing 1:2 (EC = 0.6 mS /cm). The result suggested that chemical
fertilizer should be used as alternative solution in hydroponics system however appropriate chemical

fertilizer formular should be studied in further.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore the effects of learning to yoga and chi gong of
physical fitness on human health. Participants were 15 person 3rd Year Sport Science students of
Faculty of Science of Buriram Rajabhat University. Collected Data (pre - course, post - 6 th week
and post 12 th week of the courses) are as several aspects including heart rate (HR), leg strength,
lung capacity, and flexibility with samples. Data analysis were accomplished by pair - t test in
.05 level as follows.

1. Mean scores of heart rate (HR) of experimental group after the 12 th test is higher than
pre - test and post - test of the 6 th. Other wise, the mean of heart rate (HR) of post - test of
the 6 th is higher than the 12 th test of and 6 th significant difference.

2. Mean scores of leg strength of experimental group after the 12 th test is higher than
pre - test and post - test of the 6 th.

3. Mean of flexibility of experimental group were no significant difference.
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Abstract

The aims of the research were to extract and isolate Limonia acidissima leafts moreover
evaluate on how it potential anti-malarial activity. The air-dried leafs of Limonia acidissima from
Phetchabun province were extracted by soxhlet extraction with hexane, dichloromethane, ethyl acetate
and ethanol to give the hexane, dichloromethane, ethyl acetate and ethanol extracts in 1.579, 1.425,
1.355 and 9.203 % dry weight, respectively. All four type extracts were tested for anti-malarial activity.
The results demonstrated that the dichloromethane and ethyl acetate extracts had anti-malarial
activity with IC_ value of 335 and 4.11 mg/mL, respectively. Isolation of the dichloromethane extract

with column chromatography followed by recrystallization gave semi-pure hydrocarbon substance.
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Abstract

The objective of this study was to compare the effects of dietary supplementation of dried
garlic (Allium sativum) and White Kwao Krua (Pueraria mirifica) on egg-yolk cholesterol level
and egg production in laying hens. Seventy-two laying hens (C.P. Brown strain) age 19 weeks old
were used in this study. There are six treatments for experimental feeding. Treatment diet were
Tl (no supplementation both dried garlic and white kwao krua), T2, T3, T4, T5, and T6 were
supplemented with dried garlic and white kwao krua in the ration of 1 : 0.02, 2 : 0.04, 3: 0.06,
4: 008, and 5: 0.10 percent respectively. The experiment was conducted for 8 weeks by divided
into 2 periods (0-4 week and 5-8 week). Data of egg production (% Hen day production, % HD
and % Hen house Production, % HH), feed consumption (gram per day per hen), egg weigh (gram),
feed conversion ration (FCR), and to sampling the eggs of each treatment at 0, 4, and 8 week
for evaluation of egg yolk cholesterol level. The data were computed in terms of their statistical
design. Data analysis was computed in analysis of variance (ANOVA) in completely randomized
design (CRD) for treatment and significance mean comparisons by Duncan’s New Multiple Range
Test (DMRT).

The results have shown that there were no significant different (P>0.05) in egg production
both % HD and % HH, and egg weight. While feed consumption and FCR showed significant
different (P<0.05). Egg yolk cholesterol level in all treatment groups were significantly lower than
control group (P<0.05). By the egg cholesterol level in T2 showed the lowest value when compared
with the others (P<0.05). It was concluded that dietary supplementation of dried garlic and white
kwao krua in the ratio of 1: 0.02 percent reduced egg yolk cholesterol level by it had no effects

on egg production in laying hens.
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Abstract

The aims of the research were to extract and isolate Tiliacora triandra leafs moreover
evaluate on how it potential anti-breast cancer activity. The air-dried leafs of Tiliacora triandra
were extracted by soxhlet extraction with hexane, dichloromethane, ethyl acetate and ethanol to
give the hexane, dichloromethane, ethyl acetate and ethanol extracts in 3.12, 1.32, 371 and 13.12 %
dry weight, respectively. All four type extracts were tested for anti-breast cancer activity. The results
demonstrated that the dichloromethane extract had anti-breast cancer activity with IC_ value of
3136 mg/ml. Isolation of the dichloromethane extract with column chromatography followed by

recrystallization gave pure alkane substance.
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Abstract

Thesis title: “Arokayasala” Khmer Hospitals in Thailand. The objectives of this thesis were to
study the model of the structure of the Khmer “Arokayasala” in Thailand, the process of Khmer
medicine, kinds of medicinal plants that is effective for the medicine that appeared in ancient
Khmer inscriptions and to compare the kinds of medicinal plants that is valuable in medicinal
effectives that appeared in the ancient Khmer and Thai medicinal plants.

This study based on qualitative research by archaeological survey in studying 30
“Arokayasala” sites in Thailand by using participatory and non-participatory observations methodology,
focus group, and in-depth interview with the community leaders, teachers, Bhuddist monks, local
Khmer medicinal experts in the Khmer local Arokaya locations and the Thai-Cambodian border
communities.

The results of the study were: the 30 “Arokayasala” composed of quardrangular plans,
with small lotus shaped main prang in the middle of the walls, with the front balcony stretched
to the east. In most cases, there is a main entrance only at the front of the building. The main
structures of the “Arokayasala” found in Thailand usually consisted of the four walls, the main
prang, a library building, the main gate or Kopura, and a sacred reservoir. The main structures of
the building were built with laterite. At the same time most of the decorative designs were caved
on the sand stones.

The inscriptions found in the “Arokayasala” wee the evidences that reflected the processes
for curing the patients used by ancient Khmer doctors. Contents of the evidences consisted of:
firstly, the praising words to the Buddha; secondly, the personal story of the King Chaiya Voraman
VII together with the story of illness curing, medicine personnel, drugs and utensils; thirdly, the
different groups of staff working in the “Arokayasala” which had different amount of personnel
depending on the importance and size of each place; fourthly, the announcement to recognize
that the “Arokayasala” were the site for forgiveness - the persons who committed crimes would
be forgiven from punishment, tax collection or employment recruitment were not allowed on this
ground; and fifthly, the blessing for the ruler and followers and those who were interested in
looking after the “Arokayasala” for happiness and successes.

The illness curing of the ancient Khmer doctors were usually done in a multi-purposes i.e.
for physical, mental, soul, social and environmental purposes and usually clearly associated with
Buddhist beliefs, Brahman beliefs and beliefs in ghosts. The ancient Khmer people used to believe
that the illnesses usually were caused by the nature and super nature. There were two ways in
curing illnesses ie. 1) task processes curing method by adjusting the imbalance of the body to
the balancing condition with the natural herbs; and 2) giving advice process curing method by

using magic arts, magic spells, incantations, and the various illness curing ceremonies. Most ancient
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Khmer doctors used both methods in helping the patients to fight with the illnesses. The processes
for illness curing usually involved with various ceremonies to help make the drugs to be more
effective in illness curing. The ceremonies consisted of 4 steps: 1) paying respect to the teachers;
2) analysis of the illnesses; 3) curing processes; and 4) thank-offering.

The names of the medicinal plants found in ancient Khmer inscriptions were as follows:
garlic, cardamon, camphor, agarwood, bensoin, salt, bali rice, dried ginger, bee-wax, nutmeg, powder
Indian long pepper, 100-kind of flowers, creeper, long bean, sugar, honey, vegetable oil, flower
juice, clear butter, Indian rose chestnut, swamp cabbage, crude opium, Thai chilli, monkey apple,
foetida, shiva three, stick resin, cattle fly, grass, and cinamom. A comparison between different
ancient Khmer medicinal books resulted in 7 kinds of medicinal plants ie garlic, cardamon,
camphor, salt, bee wax, swamp cabbage, and vegetable oil. A comparison between ancient Khmer
with Thai medicinal books resulted in 27 names ie. garlic, cardamon, camphor, agarwood, bensoin,
salt, dried ginger, bee wax, nutmeg, powder Indian long pepper, 100-kind of flowers, creeper, long
bean, sugar, honey, vegetable oil, clear butter, Indian rose chestnut, swamp cabbage, crude opium,
Thai chilli, pepper, monkey apple, foetida, shiva three, stick resin, and cinammom. A comparison
between ancient Khmer with Thai medicinal books resulted in 4 names of medicinal plants were
not matched ie. bali rice, flower juice, cattle fly, and grass.

A comparison of effectiveness of 7 types of medicinal plants between those appeared on
ancient Khmer and Thai medicinal books ie. garlic, cardamon, camphor, salt, bee wax, swamp
cabbage, and vegetable oil, resulted that nearly all of the mentioned medicinal plants had the
same effectiveness. A small difference occurred was that Thai medicinal books described in more
details than those of the ancient Khmer ones; since there were more studies on medicinal plants in
Thailand. And moreover, the descriptions and collection of data about medicinal plants in Thailand
were more complete so they enabled us to describe the effectiveness of the medicinal plants better

than those in the ancient Khmer medicinal books.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study eco-cultural context in native pig raising, to
study the traditional model of raising, and to develop a raising model base on sufficiency economy
philosophy by the participatory approach suitably for small farm-holders in Buriram Province. The
samples were purposively chosen, were from villagers from Ban Nong Ko, Lam Plaimas district,
Buriram province. The research instruments included observation, interview, and questionnaire forms,
as well as public hearing forms, and study tours. The instruments were verified by the experts.
The data were analyzed through descriptive statistics, and content analysis.

The research findings revealed that the positive eco-cultural contexts significantly included
the environmental conditions within the village with various animal feed plants, being near pickled-fish
factory and fresh market, and two rice mills. In addition, some farmers grew cassava.
The villagers were friendly and receptive of new knowledge; had the tradition of respecting the
elders; had cultural events related to farming and making merits throughout the year. There was
an also significant negative context; recently community separating caused to lack of budget.

The traditional model of native pig raising also had some impacts. The positive ones included
good attitudes toward which native swine was easy to raise; the pens were built simply; only
one or two sows were raised for being food and sell; and the mixed breed was easy to provide.
The negative impacts included feeding stuffs irresponsive upon requirements; no selection of
breeding stocks; slow growth; inbreeding; no vaccination; no de-worming and low selling price
caused reduction of native pig raising.

The native pig raising model developed on the basis of sufficiency economy philosophy by
the participatory approach consisted of the establishment of registered group; the members had
qualifications relevant to sufficiency economy philosophy with the objective for household
consumption or selling some and obtaining manure as a by-product; Using hybrid breed; using
pit pens constructed with simple materials; each farmer having one or two sows and three fatten
pigs; the boars being shared among members; avoidance of close inbreeding; feedstuffs consisting of
rice bran, dried leucaena leaves, cassava chips, fermented fish-waste and salt; the fatten pigs using
of 10-12 % of protein, while the sows using 9-10% of protein; getting Hog cholera vaccination;

net-working with other groups; coordinating with relevant agencies; and continuous development.

Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study Otop entrepreneur’s marketing strategy |,
special case: pickled shrimp section, Prakonechai District, Buriram Province ,and 2) to study problem
in pickled shrimp production of Otop entrepreneur, pickled shrimp section, Prakonechai District,
Buriram Province. The group sample were 10 pickled-shrimp distributors and 200 customers.
The research instruments were questionnaire and interview. The deep interview was employed
with pickled-shrimp distributors. The questionnaire was employed with customers in the way of
their opinion and suggestion about pickled-shrimp product. Percentage and mean were employed
to analyze quantity data. The descriptive analysis was employed with quality data.

The result was shown as following. As product section, there was only one Taste of pickled
shrimp but could be taken to cook in various menus. Its brand name was entitled as the owner’s
name. There were 2 kinds of package: plastic bag and glass bottle and 3 sizes: small (300 g.),
medium (500 g.) .and big (1,000 g.). As price section, its price was mainly considered from real
cost and priced as its quantity. As distribution section, there was no shop of pickled-shrimp
distributive member but there were many private shops around visiting place such as Panomrung
Rock Castle or Muang Tam Castle and also in Prakonechai District and neighborhood. As promotion
section, there was advertised label of pickled shrimp in local area. And it was published by
activities of pickled-shrimp club by attending in annual fair of Prokonechai District, Red Cross of
Buriram Fair. It was offered discount when mass purchasing. There was problem of pickled-shrimp
production as following. In material section, shrimp was so hard found that it had to ordered from
other province because of high increasing pickled-shrimp entrepreneurs. Occasionally, its cost was
high. The entrepreneur sometimes couldn’t deliver goods in time. In package section, its package had
high cost and cannot keep goods so long enough. The producer needs to have Buriram Rajabhat
University design new package. In product section, it had short life and was easily rotten. That
have to get governmental office to help. In financial and labor section, there wasn’t found any
problem, In other section, as pickled shrimp was the popular product of Prakonechai District so
there was more high entrepreneurs that they had strongly competition in their business. Most of
entrepreneur need to have the normal customers- excepting visitor- but they still lack of knowledge

about distributor. Thus they need some marketing learning from Buriram Rajabhat University.
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Abstract

The aim of this study is to find out the community context of Maong Van - Coke Jarern
Villages in Jandoom District, Amphur Plub Pla Chai, Buriram Province. Muang Van - Coke Jarern
used to be the same village in the past. The study is to provide demographic and economic in-
formation form this area. Purposive sampling is used to collect data from samples. The research
report is base on the descriptive method.

The study found that, Muang Van - Coke Jarern does not different from the most North
Eastern country villages in Thailand. It is not the fertile area. Most of the 157 families do their
agricultural working, Very little of them work as government official or cottager. There are 5 small
shops in the villages and 2 of them are co-operative. There is 99 children and 7 teachers in a
small primary school and 4 Buddhist monks in a temple.

The most interesting is, there are only 4-5 Surnames in these two villages, most of them are
relatives. These villages are the Kuy village, they esteem the decease ancestor equal to the Buddhist
monk. Theirs ancestor teach them to be modest, because Kuy is the minority, so most of them do
not like to contract with the Laos, Khmer, or Thai-Chinese in the urban. They like to get marry
with Kuy in their village, that is why the only 4-5 clans in two villages. This way of thinking
make them love each other so much and this is different from another village. The benefit of this
behavior is the economic interest. Nearly all of the families in Maong Van - Coke Jarern have
their own motorcycles, plough engine, and television. They have not to buy them by using the
credit with the commercial bank or superstore as most of another villager does. They themselves
set up the small saving group or co-opperative in their two villages. This is not the easy way for
another village. Most of saving group in the village of Thailand is go under, because the group
member can not follow the condition of saving. Every family in Maong Van - Coke Jarern does
their own small kitchen garden to decease their cost of living. They do not purchasing daily food
from the market even if the mobile market come to services them in font of their home.

The successful of making sufficient economic in the village of Maong Van - Coke Jarern
is base on the support of many form of co-opperative in the village. It is hardly for another
village to do the same way as Maong Van - Coke Jarern because the village structure is different.
However, all of Thai village have the advantage of Thai basic culture. The best basic culture of all
Thai people that make Thai charming is the Buddhist Dharma. The villager’s leader has to make
a decision to apply the Buddhist Dharma to develop their own village.
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the level of knowledge and understanding of
people’s sufficiency economy, to study role of sub-district administration organization in enhancing
people’s living based on sufficiency economy and to study people’s problems and suggestions in
living based on sufficiency economy. The subjects comprised people in the area of 5 sub-district
administration organizations with the size. The research instruments comprised questionnaire and
the statistics used in this research consisted of Percent, Mean, Standard deviation of Pearson r.

The results of this research indicated that:

1. People had knowledge and understanding of the concept of sufficiency economy as a
whole at the moderate level because they knew about the sufficiency economy from their children,
from TV media and so on. This was rough information so that they had less knowledge and
understanding. However, they had the principle of sufficiency economy in their living and heart.

2. The roles of sub-district administration organization in enhancing people’s living based
on sufficiency economy in Muang district, Buriram indicated that all aspects were at the moderate
level. The average of individual aspect was arranged from higher to lower such as aspect of mind,
society, culture, knowledge, and economy, respectively.

3. The size of sub-district administration had relationship with the role of enhancing people’s
living based on sufficiency economy.

4. The problems of people’s living based on sufficiency economy were people had less
knowledge of sufficiency economy. There was lack of keeping promoting activities of sufficiency
economy in different project models and there was often abandonment so that people had no faith

and the different policies were less informed to the public.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the level of the knowledge how to practice
the sufficiency economic philosophy, to study how to apply properly the sufficiency economic
philosophy in the community. The target population in this research was the 100 persons from
three occupations as the 50 persons of agriculture, the 10 persons of commerce and the 40 persons
of general employees. The equipments in this research were the questionnaire, the interview and
the focus group. The statistic was the percentage. The results were found that the people explored
their life way that they had the knowledge of the sufficiency economic philosophy about 5-10
percentage and only 10 percentage of total people explored their knowledge about 50 percentage
toward the application of sufficiency economic philosophy. For the five persons applied the proper
sufficiency economic philosophy, their tendency for applying this theory had as follows; about the
sufficiency they had the classifying of land for cultivating and domesticating of the animals in all
the year, about the reasoning they had the planning for consumption and selling aimed in order to
reduce the production cost by making the organic fertilizer by themselves and about the immunity
they had the diligence and endurance for work and in last thing it had to solve the shortcoming
after practiced. For the tendency in order to apply the sufficiency economic philosophy it had as
follows; 1) it should make the training of the sufficiency economic philosophy to the villagers,
2) it should make the fellow for living under the sufficiency economic philosophy in order to fight
the poverty, 3) it should increase the efficiency for applying the sufficiency economics philosophy,
which it should take place the consumption and selling and 4) it should support to be market

fair in the village someday.
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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the states of bundit’s employment, opinions of bundits from
Faculty of Management Science in academic year 2005-2006 toward their qualities, and satisfaction
of bundits towards Academic Resource Center in terms of instructional media, computers and
networking systems, and building and environment.

The subjects were 660 out of 766 bundits who graduated from the Faculty of Management
Science in academic year 2005-2006 attended the commencement in 2007. The instrument was a
questionnaire adapted from the bundits’ employment questionnaires from many universities. The
data were collected during the time of rehearsal period of the commencement.

The findings were as follows:

1) Most of bundits have been employed at 79.4 %. The cause of unemployment was that
they were looking for jobs at 8.3 %. The period of getting employment was about 1 year (75.6 %).
Most of employment were in field of management administration (personnel, accountants, secretary,
etc.) at 8.8 %. Most of employment were in fields of graduation at 69.5 %. Most of employment’s
salary was at 7,000 Baht (159 %), followed by between 7,001-8,000 Baht and 8,0001-9,000 Baht
(9.1 %), respectively.

2) In terms of bundits’ qualities, it found that bundits rated their qualities as a whole at
“high level”. When considering each item, most of their qualities were at “high level”, excluding,
the qualities of “ability to research, creative construct things” and “responsibility, punctuality, work
concentration and having morals” were at “moderate level”.

3) In terms of satisfaction of the services of Academic Resource Center, instructional media,
information technology, building and environment, it found that bundits’ satisfaction towards the
services of Academic Resource Center as a whole was at “moderate level”. When considering each
item, it found that the most satisfaction was “Instructional media”, followed by “Building and

environment” and “Computers and networking systems”, respectively.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the demand or desirable model of tourists
wanting to tour at the destination tourism attraction on the dwelling, agriculture and cultural place,
to survey the different tourism attraction in the Nongtad District, Buriram Province and to study
participatory with the relative persons in order to manage the tourism attraction in Nongtad District
and to study the feasibility to make to be in behalf of Buriram tourism attraction. The examples
in this research were the 150 persons of tourism by using the convenient sampling and 15 persons
relating with the tourism in Buriram and Nongtad District by using the in-depth interview. The
results were found that the most tourists were male and Thai aged between 51-60 years, got the
income about 10,001-50,000 per month, got already the marriage and loved the cultural tourism.
When considered from the efficiency of tourism development in Nongtad district, it was found
that the factors influencing to the tourism were the public relations, the price of tourism packet,
the safety in the tourism attraction, the activities in the tourism attraction, the transportation and

the tourism attraction respectively.
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Abstract

This research is “Development of Khmer Civilization Tours Management in the Areas from
the Northeast of Thailand to the Angkor Wat Cambodia”, has the objectives to survey tourist
management in order to develop permanent management of tourist. It studies the impact from
tourist management the sources of Angkor civilization in Northeast of Thailand to the Angkor
Wat, Cambodia, including to find a strategy for promotion strengthen a development and tourist
management in the group of Northeast of Thailand to permanence. It is concerned with the group
of neighborhood country by studying from entrepreneurs such as tourism, official, Guide, scholar,
both tourist Thai and foreigner, including people who live in the tourist area and six neighbor
cities Chaiyaphum, Nakorn Ratchasima, Buriram, Surin, Srisaket and Ubon Ratchathani and also Siem
Reap, Cambodia. Questionnaire is used as a tool for a research both Thai and interview without
a structure for tourists in six areas and also Siem Reap, Cambodia. Interview is for entrepreneurs
such as tourism, official, scholar including people who live in the tourist area. Interview without
structure is direct survey to ask expert in the content. The Qualitative Data is analyzed by content
analysis order to be deep data and descriptive presentation but Quantitative Data is analyzed by
frequency, percent and mean.

The condition of tourist management as followed;

1. Inside part. The present is most of tourist management especially, company, organization
which held a special occasions and tourist industrial to Angkor civilization in Southeast, most of
tourists come only one place.

2. Cambodia. There is a private and group tour from company to get information from
internet and reading books. The tourists don’t know Angkor civilization in Southeast. They know
only tourist place in Phuket or Chiang Mai. The causes of tourists come to Angkor Wat because
it is the one of seven amazing of the world, When tourists went to Siem Reap, they traveled
to other countries in Indochina such as Vietnam, Laos or Thai especially. Chaing Mai or Phuket.
The tourists traveled at Cambodia at least 3 days. The condition of way for a car to the area of
Cambodia from Siem Reap in summer but the raining season is difficult because it is the flooding.

The condition way of permanent development of tourist management the Angkor civilization
in Northeast of Thailand to Angkor Wat, Cambodia as followed.

1. To build transportation system to tourist place

. To build the accommodation near the tourist place
. To develop the service criterion in tourist industrial

The effect from tourist management to Angkor civilization in Northeast ot Thailand to
Angkor Wat, Cambodia.

Economic effect

1. There is the tourist income for community

2. There is higher cost of living higher. It makes local people cannot survive depended on
the old income

Social effect

1. To motivate people know the value of Angkor civilization’s tourist and have a participa-
tion in community to protect and promote civilization and Angkor civilization

2. The most tourists visited. People earn their income easily and they don’t do the other
jobs.

3. There is immigration from one area to the other tourist area in order to have new
occupation such as from Phanom Pehn to Siem Reap

Civilization effect

1. To broadcast the area of Angkor civilization in Southeast and Cambodia

2. The tourists took their civilization to broadcast and make people imitate it from the
foreigners

Environment affect When there are many tourists visit. It will make decadence of the
environment and pollution in community such as Garbage problem, Noise Pollution, etc.

The way of dependent strategy is to strengthen development and to manage basic tourism
in South Northeast region toward steady condition via neighbouring countries as follows:

Planning strategy

1. Tourism program should be managed for the study of a specific Angkor civilization.

2. International Memorandum of Understanding or Agreement should be made between Thai
government and Kingdom of Cambodia to develop tourism industry in the convenient and steady

way.
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3. Tourism management should be integrated between Government sector and Private sector.
There also should be the obvious tourism targets but not for the quantity of tourism. It should be
under consideration of the quality of tourists and the ability limitation to serve tourism attraction,
and of the environment impact which will occur in tourism attraction and in the public.

Marketing strategy

1. There should be the production of historic drama or movie, linking Angkor civilization
in South Northeast region to Nakhon Wat Castle in Cambodia.

2. OTOP products should be developed and spread out from each of tourism points of
Angkor civilization in south northeast region to Nakhon Wat Castle in Cambodia. This is to set
each of tourism points to be suitable for Thai tourists’ habit of buying products, taking photos,
and going to the toilet.

3. The marketing products which were spread out from tourism points of Angkor civilization
in south northeast region to Nakhon Wat Castle in Cambodia was not sufficient uniqueness and
the shops were out of system, so there should be the management of souvenir products in each
of tourism points in their own unique way.

Service strategy

1. There should be the standard of the security and security guards who take care of the
tourists’ safety.

2. The information concerning the tourism attraction should be more spread out, such as
brochures, traveling maps, and service centers for tourists.

3. There should be a specific course for a guide under the correct and deep knowledge of
the service standard in the history of Angkor civilization in south northeast region and Nakhon
Wat Castle in Cambodia.

4. There should be the sufficient system of public consumption, such as a clean toilet.

5. The access to some Angkor civilization resources is not sufficiently developed, such as
Pra Vihara Castle, which there should be a taxi stop.

6. The training should be taken place for the local people to make them love and conserve
their own Angkor civilization in their village, and people in the local area should participate in
this and gain the benefit together.

7. The accommodations should be more supplemented and the owners of accommodations
should join this case, such as hotels, motels, and cooperate to develop the accommodation standard
and build the living places near the tourism attraction, seriously controlled by the quality inspecting

sector.
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Other strategies

1. The airline transportation should be supplemented from Bangkok to Siamriab or from
South northeast region to Siamriab.

2. The visa permission should be canceled or the period of immigration process should be
reduced from Thai border to Kingdom of Cambodia.

3. The modern construction should be built around the castle, such as in Panom rung Castle,
Kampaeng SaYai Castle because they will be covered the view of the castle.

4. The activities should not be taken place around the castles because they will be ruined,
such as the settings of light, sound. If possible, they should be taken place once for promotion of
tourism attractions.

5. Concerning the transportation, the roads should be smoothened and convenient from Thai
border to Kingdom of Cambodia. The road signs also should be written into Thai and English

throughout the way of tourism.
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Abstract

This study aims to estimate the benefits of Phanom Rung Historical Park and Phimai
Historical Park using contingent valuation method (CVM) to elicit Thai tourists’ willingness to pay.
To interview the willingness to pay for historical park two issues ; an open-ended willingness to
pay entrance fee at current services of historical parks and the willingness to pay a one-time
donation to conservation funds using the double-bounded dichotomous choice question with a
certainty calibration scale and repeating by an open ended question that is lastly posed to obtain
the maximum willingness to pay. The sample of 480 Thai tourists is divided to 240 Thai
tourists who visit Phanom Rung Historical Park , and 240 Thai tourists who visit Phimai
Historical Park.

The main findings of our study are: The mean willingness to pay of Thai tourists is 20.06
and 23.62 baht per head per trip for Phanom Rung Historical park and Phimai Historical Park,
respectively. There are a two-fold higher entrance fee at the current services.

Thai tourists would be willing to pay a one-time donation 367.45 and 263.52 baht per person
for Phanom Rung Historical park and Phimai Historical Park, respectively. The willingness to pay a
one-time donation has significant positive relationship with monthly income, the amount of visiting
to Phanom Rung Historical Park, and the attitude to Phanom Rung conservative fund. Expense per
month has significant negative on one-time donation’s willingness to pay. The willingness to pay
a one-time donation has significant positive relationship with monthly income, age, and year of
education to Phimai conservative fund. Expense per month and distance from the current address
to Phimai Historical Park have significant negative on one-time donation’s willingness to pay. All
factors were significant at the 0.05 level. Moreover, the mean one-time donation’s willingness to

pay could be estimated as economic value of conservation about 124.54 and 48.04 millions baht

per year for Phanom Rung Historical Park and Phimai Historical Park, respectively.
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Abstract

The main purposes of this study were: 1) to examine the readiness of the gifts and souvenirs
shops management in the network of Lower Northeastern region provinces; 2) to investigate the
possibility of the gifts and souvenirs shops management in the network of Lower Northeastern
region provinces; and 3) to find out the proper guidelines for managing the gifts and souvenirs
shops and the business coordinating with the neighboring countries. The subjects were 400
entrepreneurs selling the gift and souvenir products in the lower Northeastern region provinces
selected through the table of Taro Yamane. The data were collected by the questionnaires and
interviews. The collected data were analyzed by the basic statistics.

The results were as follows:

Regarding the readiness of entrepreneurs in managing the gifts and souvenirs shops in the
network of Lower Northeastern region provinces in all five aspects, it found that “Management
of production and operation” was at “high” level; whereas, “Marketing management”, “Financial
management”, “Human management” and “Business coordinating” were at “moderate” levels.

In terms of the possibility for management of the gifts and souvenirs shops in the network
of Lower Northeastern region provinces in all six aspects, it found that “Increasing the income,
creating the unity of the group and the reputation of the community”, “Human management”
and “Coordinating between the entrepreneurs and local community” were at “high” levels. On the
other hand, “Information management”, “Creating of moral supports” and “developing the good
governance system” were at “moderate” levels.

With regard to the guidelines for managing the gifts and souvenirs shops in the network
of Lower Northeastern region provinces and business coordinating with the neighboring countries,
the analysis of both quantitative and qualitative data showed that: 1) the leaders of the gifts and
souvenirs shops should be consolidated by attending the workshops and seminars, fieldtrips,
giving moral supports with the prestige certificates and rewards; and 2) both the public and
private sectors should support the gifts and souvenirs shops by developing products, price, place

and marketing strategies.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study styles of services provided to tourists and
tourists’ requirement from souvenir shops; to find ways to exploit psychology of service in souvenir
business as well as to join styles of services of Lower Isan with those of neighboring countries.

The data were collected both quantitatively and qualitatively from three sources. The first
source of information was from interviewing 36 souvenir shopkeepers in Lower Isan and 30 foreign
tourists. The second one was from the quantitative survey by asking for information from about
400 tourists and the last source was the data from Focus Groups.

The results of the study revealed in 4 styles. They were: 1) the souvenir shops in every
province were situated in Muang District, 2) most souvenir shops were located in the tourist
sites, 3) most shops provided the same types of souvenirs made by the same producers, and
4) the souvenirs were displayed and sold when the festivals or the handicraft exhibitions were
held. Tourists’ needs towards the souvenirs served were well-known and local identity. To those
who ran the souvenir businesses, the tourists would like them to be active and be able to give
correct and sufficient information about the goods shown in the shops.

In order to satisfy tourists, many activities could be encountered, for instance, tour guides’
information distribution, products exhibition, scenery decoration, selling products via several types
of tour, such as cultural tourism, eco-tourism, building up meaning and impression in products,
network expanding, paying attention to customers’ requirements and having plenty of selling
techniques.

Joining styles of services of the souvenir shopkeepers in Lower Isan with shopkeepers in
neighboring countries could be done by linking the manufacturers in Lower Isan with those in
other regions and also those in neighboring countries through different types of tour, academic
activities, the exchange and improvement of products between Thailand and her neighbors.
The link could also be done through Thai customers living abroad and the use of electronic

commercial system as well.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1) to examine the consuming behaviors in tourism
products of tourists in the provinces in lower northeastern region; 2) to compare the consuming
behaviors in tourism products between Thai and foreign tourists who travel in the provinces in
lower Northeastern region; and 3) to investigate the ways to enhance the relationships between
tourism in the lower northeastern provinces of Thailand and the neighboring countries. The research
instruments were questionnaire and interview. The former was administered with 500 subjects;
whereas, the latter was requested by 60 subjects. The collected data were analyzed by using the
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and ANOVA.

The findings were as follows:

1. In terms of the consuming behaviors before traveling, both Thai and foreign tourists
spent less than 1 month to plan their program about traveling. Also, both groups stated that the
purposes of traveling are for relaxing and visiting new sites.

2. In terms of the consuming behaviors while traveling, foreign tourists spent more time
than Thai tourists. The private cars were used by Thai tourists while the bused were used by
foreign tourists when traveling in the lower northeastern provinces. Also, foreign tourists preferred
to stay in the hotels or guesthouses; whereas, Thai tourists stayed overnight at the hotels or their
cousin’s and friends’ houses. Both Thai and foreign tourists preferred to have their meals in
the local food shops and the average expenses for food and beverages per day were less than
300 baht.

3. In terms of the consuming behaviors in tourism products after traveling, there was
significant difference at .05 level in “Tourist attractions”, “Accommodation”, and “Food shops and
restaurants” as compared between Thai and foreign tourists.

4. There was significant difference at .05 level in “Tourist attractions”, and “Food shops and
restaurants” in terms of Thai tourists’ age.

5. There was no significant difference of the consuming behaviors in tourism products in
terms of foreign tourists’ age.

6. There was no significant difference of the consuming behaviors in tourism products in
terms of the tourists’ educational levels.

7. There was significant difference at .05 level of the consuming behaviors in tourism
products in “Food shops and restaurants”, “Products and souvenirs” and “Supporting services”
in terms of Thai tourists’ occupation.

8. There was significant difference at .05 level of the consuming behaviors in tourism
products in terms of foreign tourists’ occupation.

9. There was significant difference at .05 level of the consuming behaviors in tourism
products in terms of “Food shops and restaurants” in terms of Thai tourists’ income/ salary.

10. There was significant difference at .05 level of the consuming behaviors in tourism

products in “Tour company” in terms of foreign tourists’ income/ salary.

Abstract

The purposes this study were to study the forms , contents, and quality of tourism information
media for supporting tourism in the south of the northeastern part of Thailand, and to study the
connection of tourism in the neighboring countries. The samples of the study were tourist visiting
all historical and natural tourist attractions in Buriram, Surin, and Ubonratchatanee.

The majority of current tourism information media were produced by Thailand Tourism
Authority and The Northeastern Tourism office Area 1 and Area 2. The others were minority of
media and were produced by the provincial offices, tourism offices, sports and recreational offices,
national park offices, and sub-district administrative organizations. The printed media emphasized
providing a lot of details and illustrating pictures of tourist attractions. For televisions, the details
focused on providing festival seasons of each province but the time broadcasted was short. The
information through radios of each province was presented in series and described by the local
speakers. For most of the tourism VCDs, they were available at each tourist attractions. The details
were descriptive document so they took time to watch. The results of the hypotheses testing
revealed that all kinds of the tourism media were low standard. The media that was most interested
in and attracted most of the tourists was television and the second attraction were newspaper and
tourism handbook. For the means to develop tourism information media, traveling information, to
connect tourism with the neighboring countries, the governmental working units relating to tourism
of Thailand, Laos and Cambodia should make an agreement in making all forms of tourism
information media together to offer useful information for tourism in the three countries and present
in a variety of languages. Moreover, for the sake of information updating there should be linking
of information from the tourism centers of each country through internet system. For tourism
management, at the present time, there was the linkage of broadcasting through Mekhong Community
Television Project among Laos, Cambodia, and China. Therefore, there was a good opportunity to
present the tourism of each country and should construct the tourism cooperation center of each

country to connect the tourism and execute the tourism attractions together.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the uses and the needs of the tourists regarding
tourism information, to identify problems of the tourists in their using information, to study the
solution to the problems and to find out the proper strategies to support and strengthen the
development and management of tourism in the Provinces in Lower Northeastern Region for its
sustainable development.

The informants of the research were 398 Thai tourists and 140 foreign tourists visiting the
region. Questionnaire and interview were used to collect the data.

For Thai tourist case, it was found that the most needs and uses for information technology
of Thai tourists in form of printed media are books while non-printed media are pictures.
In addition, internet is the matter of needs and uses of Thai tourists for electronic media. In respect
of matter of information, it was found that the most uses of Thai tourists for matter information
are the history part of tourist attractions and the locations respectively. Besides, the most needs
of Thai tourists for information are the location and the routes respectively. The region’s
information center is the primary source and Thailand Tourism Authority is the secondary source of
Thai tourists for tourism information. The findings from this study can also be summarized that
the information from personal sources that is the most frequent use for touring of Thai tourists is
to get from their friends while the material needs of Thai tourists are their notebooks. Regarding
the language of information, Thai and English languages are needed the most for Thai tourists
respectively.

For a problem result, this study has been divided into four parts: problems in terms of
form, matter, source and language of information. In terms of form, it was found that some of
Thai tourists did not know how to use and get information from some kind of printed matter
and media. However, it is a moderate problem in view of Thai tourists.

In the part of matter or details gives in the media, it was found that most of information
did not meet needs of Thai tourists. As for the source of information, it was found that there
were not many sources of information for tourism but this problem is moderate. ~As for language
side, Thai tourists did not understand information in foreign languages.

For foreign tourists, it was found that the most needs and uses of foreign tourists for
information in form of printed matter are books and pictures for non-printed matter. These results
are similar to these of Thai tourists. In addition, internet is the most needs and uses of foreign
tourists for electronic media. The source of information preferred by foreign tourists are from
Thailand Tourism Authority and the libraries of universities. In addition, information from
personal sources are from their books and friends respectively. Information from television

program is needed more while information from newspaper is used the most. For language,
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English language is the most need and use of foreign tourists and the second language are Chinese
and Japanese language respectively.

In terms of problem, it was found that the main problem of foreign tourists is different
from that of Thai tourists. For example, how to get information as well as no information needed
available are moderate problem in view of foreign tourists. In respect of matter or details shown
on media, limitation of information is the main problem of foreign tourists. Moreover, English
version is insufficient.

Considering the strategy in regard to information sector, the concerned authorities should
take steps to improve their policy for sustainability of the tourism industry in this region as the
following;

1) Data on website should always be updated both in Thai and English.

2) The concerned authorities of both public and private sections should concentrate and
cooperation in their working as a team.

3) Each province should have and present the same form and standard of information.

4) Different forms of advertisement should widely be promoted.
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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study the tourism business situations between Aranyaprathet,
Sra Kaew province, Thailand and Siem Reap, Cambodia; 2) investigate the push and pull
factors on participation processes in collaborative tourism between the two areas; and 3) establish
the participation model of the collaborative tourism between the two areas. The samples were:
1) Thai and Cambodian executives/ representatives of public tourism sectors; 2) Thai and Cambodian
tourism entrepreneurs in Siem Reap, Cambodia; 3) Thai tourism entrepreneurs in Aranyaprathet,
Sra Kaew province, Thailand; and 4) tourists who visited both Aranyaprathet, Sra Kaew province,
Thailand and Siem Reap, Cambodia. The research instruments included: 1) in-depth interview;
2) focus group discussion; and 3) questionnaire. The quantitative data were analyzed by
percentage, mean, standard deviation and factor analysis; whereas, the qualitative data were
analyzed by content analysis technique.

Findings were as follows:

1. Hotel business: Most Thai tour companies cooperated with the hotels in Siem Reap
operated by Cambodian entrepreneurs more than Thai entrepreneurs.

2. Restaurant business: Most Thai tour companies cooperated with the restaurants operated
by Thai entrepreneurs more than Cambodian entrepreneurs.

3. Leading tour business: Due to the Cambodian law, all tour companies had to use the
Cambodian guides. Some Thai entrepreneurs established the tour subsidized companies in Cambodia.
In addition, Thai leading tour business entrepreneurs employed the transportation services from the
Cambodian leading tour companies.

For the push factors affecting in making decision to visit the tourist attractions in Arany-
aprathet, Sra Kaew province, Thailand and Siem Reap, Cambodia were “Need to learn and study
the culture, tradition and history,” followed by “Need to take a rest and relax” and “Need to seek
for knowledge and skills development, respectively. In addition, the pull factors were “Having local
identity of vulture, tradition and ways of life”, followed by “Well-known tourist attractions both
in domestic and oversea” and “Unity of tourist attractions,” respectively.

The tourism business alliance model between Thailand and Cambodian found from this study
was: 1) The business to business found was a pseudo contractual agreement. This means both Thai
and Cambodian tourism entrepreneurs directly cooperated or they cooperated by close relationship
or business relatives; 2) The cross-border tourism business collaborative committee should be set
up. That is, this local committee should include both from public and tourism business sectors for
the purpose of facilitating about transportation, basic consumption and communication, etc; and
3) The Thai and Cambodian VISA agreement or other issues should be adapted based on rules,

conditions and agreement.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study tourism safety problems in the lower northeastern
part of Thailand; to study the level problem of tourism safety in the lower northeastern part of
Thailand; to recommend way of protection and problem solution for tourism safety; and to find
direction and reliable strategy to strengthen the area based tourism development and management
aiming for sustainability. The research was qualitative and quantitative. The instruments of this
research were questionnaire, semi-structured interview and interview.

The result of this research shows that the problems of tourism safety in the lower
northeastern part of Thailand are the problems from accommodation, traveling, tourism attraction,

nature danger, drug, tourists and tourism companies.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to know the nature of tourism product’s price at the
present, the pricing strategies of tourism products, the tendency and policy strengthening stably the
strong of local tourism management with the neighbor country. The researcher selected 6 tourism
products in 6 provinces (Nakonrajsima, Buriram, Surin, Srisaket, Ubonrajtani and Chaiyaphoom) as
1) Hotel 2) Home Stay 3) Resort 4) Tourism Company 5) Souvenir shop 6) Food shop. The sample
groups used in this research had 500 persons.

The results of this research were found that in the nature of tourism product’s price the
products such as Hotel, Home Stay, and Resort had different price nature, but the Souvenir shop,
Food shop and Tourism Company had non-different price nature. In the part of the factors in-
fluencing to determine the price of tourism products, the internal-factors were cost of production,
image of business, the external-factors were the economic situation and the targeted consumers. The
objectives of pricing were the income, profit, society, and making of image. For the expectation of
demand, the entrepreneurs not mostly explored the demand before pricing. For the affect of price
toward to the customer’s feeling, the entrepreneurs had mostly same opinion as when the price
was determined; the price would be affected more to the customer’s expenditure. In the pricing
strategy, about the policy of company it was found that the entrepreneurs used the pricing along
with the market price. They maybe chose single price or multiple prices depending on the
situations as promotion of new goods, season and economic situation. In the strategy of pricing
along with the product, they used the pricing of different size. In the strategy of pricing along
with the product nature, they used the pricing depending different size of products. For the
pricing along with the geography, they used the pricing depending the area or position of product.
For the discount, they used the discount along with the season and trade discount. For the new
goods, they used lower price than the market. For the depreciation goods, they used the price
along with the period of available goods. For the selection of final pricing, they used the pricing
intending the policy of company.

For the tendency supporting the tourism with the neighbor country, the entrepreneurs had
opinions as 1) it should make the network of tourism with the neighbor country in the model of
tour, 2) Thailand Tourism Office should be a main office coordinating with different office both
private and public, 3) it should have the fund for developing the personnel in tourism products
such as training, meeting etc, 4) In Buriram the government should open free trade with Cambodia

at Saitakoo Village, Amphur Bankruad, because it should cooperate with the neighbor country.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the opinions or images developing in the
tourist’s minds about current tourism in the lower northeastern part of Thailand accordingly to the
motto of each province; and to explore means of linking the images to the neighboring countries.
The research area included 6 provinces: Nakornratchasima, Buriram, Surin, Sisaket, Ubonratchatanee,
and Chaiyapoom. The study focused on the tourism images stated as the province’s motto and
the collected data would be the information for relating working units to use as a basis for
conserving, supporting, promoting and developing the tourism in the lower northeastern part to
be steady, well-known among the people inside the country and be the target attractions for the
foreign tourists. The participants and samples were recruited by purposive sampling, one district
was selected from one province. The districts were chosen because of their tourist attractions and
the greatest number of tourists: Pagchong District of Nakonratchasima has Khaoyai National Park,
Chalermpragiat District of Buriram has Panomrung Castle and Muangtam Castle, Muang District
of Surin has Elephant Village and silk weaving at Tasawang Village, Gantaralag District of Sisaket
has Khao Prawiharn Castle and Mo-Edang Cliff, Khongjiam District of Ubonratchatanee has Pataem
Cliff National Park, and Tepsatit District of Chaiyapoom has Beautiful Stones National Park and
Tung Grajiew Moor. The participants of this study were categorized into 3 groups: local people,
Thai tourists, foreign tourists. and the purposive sampling with working units relating to tourism
and got 10 working places: The Ministry of Tourism and Sports, a secondary school, a tertiary
institute, a local administrative organization, a district police station, a national park, a local mass
media organization, a public health office, a transportation company limited, and a community
development office. Each head of those working places was interviewed. The researchers collected
the data as quantitative by questionnaire Taro Yamane Table was employed to specify the sample
size at 2SD level of confidence (about 95%). With this Table, the study had 400 participants and
applied the convenient random sampling for asking them to answer the questionnaire. The collected
quantitative data was analyzed by the SPSS packageand qualitative by in-depth interview form.
while the qualitative data was analyzed bycontent analysis. For qualitative study After that local
guides of each province were asked. The researchers found the following answers. From the 1st
question, the researchers found that the tourists came to visit Buriram, Surin, and Sisaket because
they were interested in ancient objects and the best point of these areas was art and culture. The
outstanding point of Nakornratchasima, Ubonratchatanee, and Chaiyapoom was natural attractions
and environment. The tourists gave points of view about the second question that the ancient places
and objects or the art and culture of ancient Khom were distinguished. They were impressed by
the exceptional hospitality of the people here. The people gave good suggestions and helps and

they were kind. The tourists would like conveniences in traveling by bus or public services from
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the government sections and they found that the specified time tables were often ignored. Traveling
to the lower northeastern part was not different from expectation because there were many
conveniences, the expenditure was not high, and the tourist attractions have clean restrooms, hygienic
restaurants, the local products were not so expensive, and there should have benches at the
tourist attractions because the weather was very hot. The number of officers should be increased for
providing information for tourists. The tourists did not have plans for the next trip but if they had
chances they would come back at any time. For linking the tourism images with the neighboring
countries, the government should develop the Khom cultural streets to be practical true, specify
the clear tourism strategies and all the governors or local administrators should be able to pursue
continuously. Each province should manage tourism continuously and give information (Integrated

marketing communication) to encourage the people to visit by themselves
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study; 1) the efficiency of factor supplementing to
the community enterprises in the lower northeastern part of Thailand, which could be practiced in
the pattern of tourism, 2) the tendency of marketing management in the community enterprises of
the lower northeastern part of Thailand, 3) the tendency and strategies strengthening stably the
strange of local tourism management with the neighbor country. The studied populations were
categorized as 1) the first groups was community enterprises in 6 provinces of the lower
northeastern part of Thailand as Chaiyaphoom, Nakornrajsima, Buriram, Surin, Srisaket and
Ubonrajtani, and made a random only 23 populations from the committee and member of
community enterprises, 2) second groups were colleted from 400 tourists getting the service from
the community enterprises, 3) third groups were collected from 20-30 representatives of government
and private relating with the tourist in the lower northeastern part of Thailand. The used
equipments were as 1) structural in-depth interview, 2) Focus groups, 3) the meeting of small
group and 4) questionnaire. These collected data were analyzed and synthesized as a qualitative
research as well as discussing as content.

The results were found that in the selling attention capacity of community enterprise it was
as 1) Tourism attraction 2) An ancient place, culture and custom of community 3) the wisdom
of villagers and products of community. In the capacity of facility in the community it was as
1) servicing of food 2) recreation and rest room 3) welcoming and guiding. In the capacity of
entrancing easy to the tourism attraction of community was as 1) advertising by the public relation
and various networks 2) the label showing the details of way 3) chance of servicing 4) transportation
and 5) the system of tourism information.

The factors influencing to the tourism supplement of community enterprise were as
1) the completion and capacity of resource and the activity of tourism 2) the capacity of area and
tourism attraction 3) the strange, cooperation of community 4) the earning of income and rewards
and 5) the investment budget and supplement of government.

The results of tourism management tendency in the community enterprise were found that it
should be analyzed the situation of market from the weakness, strange, opportunity and treats for
meting the capacity of tourism, which it should make the research and determine the image market
of tourism in the community. For the market planning, it should develop the market strategies and
the marketing composition used the 9 P’s principles classified into 8 parts as 1) the management
in products and packaging of tourism 2) the management in price of tourism 3) the management
in place of tourism 4) the management in Promotion of tourism 5) the management in purchasing
process of tourism 6) the management in physical evidence of tourism 7) the management in
people of tourism 8) the management in partnership of tourism cooperation network and finally

it should manage and control the stage of various plans.
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The results of tendency and strategies strengthening stably the local tourism management
with the neighbor country were found that it should determine the tendency of cooperation with
the neighbor country for determining the local tourism management strategies.

The recommendations for community enterprise were as 1) the development of main career
2) the researching of their capacity 3) the making of selling handbook 4) the making of market
plan 5) the public relations and image supplement 6) the support of education curriculum and the
making of cooperation with the academic institute. For the government office, it should have as
1) the planning of tourism strategies 2) the partner combination between the government and
private 3) the making of network between the government offices, private both Thailand and
neighbor country. For the private office, It should have as 1) it should make the research of
cooperation and procreative network making in the government office relating with the tourism
2) it should make the research of off action from community tourism toward economic, society

and environment.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to Study the product of local wisdom health tourism
in the lower Northeastern Part of Thailand 2) to study local wisdom health tourism in the lower
Northeastern Part of Thailand management form 3) to find out guidelines for development of
local wisdom health tourism in the lower Northeastern Part of Thailand and 4) to find out the
strategies for adhere to enhance the development and management of tourism in group of lower
Northeastern province. The study focus on 414 persons who live in the representative area of
lower Northeastern Part that are Chaiyapum, Buriram and Ubonrachatanee. The indept-interview
and brainstorming were used for the qualitative research. The results were as follows :

1. The product of local wisdom health tourism in the lower Northeastern Part of Thailand
were 1) Medical herb for healthy by eating, apply at the local area and blow off the herb to
the target area. 2)Massage , massage with a bag of heated medical herbs and fumigate with herbs
3) Produce natural food for health 4)Used magic power, holy water and holy oil.

2. The model of local wisdom health tourism in the lower Northeastern Part of Thailand
management Were 1) Develop the area of health tourism in the lower Northeastern Part of
Thailand by making communication board by side of the road told the way to go to traditional
doctor, making their house in order clean and neat and also have some facilities that make life
comfortable. 2) Join local wisdom health tourism in the lower Northeastern Part of Thailand
with other kind of tourism as: 2.1)Link up local wisdom health tourism in the lower Northeastern
Part of Thailand with historical tourism. 2.2) Integrate local wisdom health tourism in the lower
Northeastern Part of Thailand with way of life traditional and culture of the community.

3) The adhere
to neighbor countries Lao and Cambodia in the state of the countries that rich in herbage and
others natural product for promotion health. 4) Develop product for health promotion together

with neighbor countries for export and used together
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study and image of the Lower Northeastern
Part of Thailand, the level of tourism authenticity in the Lower Northeastern Part of Thailand,
the tendency of tourism authenticity management in the Lower Northeastern Part of Thailand ,
and the strategies strengthening stably the strange of tourism development and management
liking with the neighbor country. The two instruments were used as the in-depth interview
for exploring the image of province and questionnaire for exploring the group of population’s
opinion toward that image. The explored population was as 433 persons of Thai's tourisms and
102 persons of foreigner’s tourisms. There was the making of conference in order to meet third
objective using the population relative with the province tourism management.

The results were found that different provinces in the Lower Northeastern Part of Thailand
had their image of local culture, custom, pronunciation, language, dressing., personality,
nature tourism attraction, knowledge of tourism attraction, local plants, products of cloth,
food and architecture.

In the level of tourism authenticity of the Lower Northeastern Part of Thailand , it was
found that the tourism authenticity of Thai’s tourist was in forth level, but for foreigner in forth
level for the same. When it compared between both , statistical value of T-Test was at. 05 in the
matters as beauty, value. An interesting things of activities occurring form the culture and custom ,
beauty of language, dressing, personality, and knowledge of tourism attraction, the taste of foods,
which the foreigner would have more than Thai Tourists.

In third research question , it was found that the province should look for their real
image.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop the park, national park and wild animal
reserve area, to study the tourism attraction place, park, national park and wild animal reserve
area in lower northeastern part of Thailand, to study the efficiency of tourism attraction place
and the management pattern of tourism attraction ; as well as to study the tendency and strategy
strengthening stable the strong of local tourism management with the nearly country. This was
collected form the document of offices and Internet as well as asked the opinion of 400 tourists ;
analyzed by SPSS for Windows , proposed by Table , frequency , percentage , means , standard
deviation and made the meeting of relative groups with interviewing.

The results were found that in the efficiency of tourism attraction place it was arranged in
more level ; as the activities of tourism , tourism attraction place , transportation , safety and in
middle level ; as the place of foyer , facility and news .

The patterns of tourism management were used in the same practice, because it were the
policy of Government Ministry divided as the law and practice of tourist , the service of safety
, the activity of entertainment , the communication an advertisement label, facility, landscape and
outlook management , the service of dwelling , food, transportation ; except the area of wild animal
reserve was controlled specially and emphasized the activity of nature study.

In the tendency and strategy strengthening stably the strong of local tourism management
with the nearly country , there was already the connection of tourism management in the

borderland. In the forest and animal reserve , it could be replaced the policy of tourism

and what way they will go ?

The sample of this research were 400 Thai tourists by answer the questionnaire and 60
Foreigner tourists by depth interview about the way they travel in this place and the annual
traditional. The tool for this research was the questionnaire. The data were collected and analysis
by readymade program. Debate and present the result by narrative statistic and assumed result
of depth interview by narrative,too.

From this research was found that the tourists prefer to travel to various places with see
the annual traditional of all six province in the south eastern. Each traveling .the tourist prefer
to travel by their own car most and prefer to travel to various places in each province most in
one day. Besides, the tourists necessary to seek for the accommodation and know the various data
about the tourism place and data about the annual festival such as the traditional history or the
meaning of the ceremony to tell their family or their friends when they come back home.

Besides, the way to develop the permanent tourism is the things which Thai and foreigner
tourists would like to be occur for the way to make the tourism place still remain in the future

for long time.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the scattering of tourist attractions in the
provinces of the Lower Northeastern region through the geographical information system (GIS).
Also to analyze the tendency of the scattering of tourist attractions in the provinces of the
Lower Northeastern region, and to find out the dependent strategies which enhance the
strengths, development and management of tourism in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern
region. The research methodologies employed were: 1) studying and collecting data about
types of tourism based on area and characteristic data ; 2) constructing the database of tourist
attractions using the relational database model ; 3) designing the GIS software ; 4) presenting
the results of data analyzing and conclusions using the following instruments : 1) questionnaire
for the characteristic data collecting ; 2) global positioning system for the area data
collecting ; 3) employing ArcView 3.2 a Microsoft Access Microsoft Visual Basic 6.0 for
developing the GIS ; 4) using GIS of tourist attractions in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern
region to illustrate and analyze the tendency of the scattering ; and 5) arranging focused
groups of tourist representatives from 6 provinces to find out the tendency of management
administration and strategies of tourism in the provinces in Lower Northeastern region. The findings
were as follows:

1) Based on the global positions, there were 4 types of tourist attractions found,
ie. 100 natural sites , 120 historical sites, 24 cultural and festival sites, and 24 human-made sites.

2) Based on the GIS of tourist attractions in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern
region, there were eight layers of area data, namely, administrative routes, natural sites,
historical sites, cultural and festival sites, human-made sites, rall’s lines, road, and district
offices. The four functions of the scattering of tourist attractions were found. There were
the scattering based on types of tourism, duration of tourist attractions’ discovery, types
and duration of tourist attractions’ discovery, and the distance from city to tourist attractions.
In addition, the functions in working assistance, including, discovering the tourist attractions as
a whole, in each province, by name, and hidden name of tourist attractions as a whole,
in each province, by name, and hidden name of tourist attractions were found.

3) The GIS of tourist attractions in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern regioncan
be presented as the characteristic data of tourist attractions in the following : names, types,
locations, distance form city, approximate time for travel, general information, outstanding
points, activities, how to get to that site from city, supporting services, and pictures.
These present by choosing and clicking at each tourist attraction.

4) There were four types of scattering of tourist attractions in the provinces in

Lower Northeastern region as follows:
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- Types of tourism : the historical sites were found most, followed by natural
sites, cultural sites, and human-made sites, respectively. The tourist attractions which no
dirctions found most are in Nakhon Ratchasima, followed by Ubon Ratchathani, Chaiyaphum,
Sri Sa Ket, Surin and Buriram, respectively.

- Duration of tourist attractions’ discovery and developing to be the tourist
attractions : this can be classified into three periods, including , from the ancient times

- 2500 BE., from 2501-2525 BE., and 2526-2550 BE. respectively. The most period
found with 119 tourist attractions was from 2501-2525 B.E. followed by 88 tourist attractions
from the ancient times-2500 B.E, and 60 tourist attractions from 2501-2525 B.E. respectively.
All periods have no directions of the scattering of tourist attractions.

- Types and duration of tourist attractions’ discovery and developing to be the tourist
attractions : the duration from the ancient times-2500 B.E. found the historical sites most
at 88 tourist attractions, followed by natural and cultural sites, respectively. There were no
human-made sites in this period. The tourist attractions found most were in Nakhon Ratchasima.
From 2501-2525 B.E., there were found the most, 60 natural sites, followed by historical,
human-made and cultural sites, respectively. The tourist attractions found most were in
Nakhon Ratchasima. From 2526-2550 B.E., there the most were, found 119 natural sites,
followed by cultural, human-made and historical sites, respectively. The tourist attractions
found most were in Ubon Ratchathani.

- The distance from the city to the tourist attractions : there were six types of
distance, namely, from0-10 km. from 11-30 km. from 31-50 km., from 51-70 km. from
71-90 km. and more than 90 km. The findings prove that 77 tourist attractions were
found 90 km. away. From the city the highest proportion (28.84%) : these were found most in
Ubon Ratchathani. There were 47 tourist attractions (17.60 %) at 0-10 km. from the city : these
were found most in Ubon Ratchathani. There were 45 tourist attractions (16.85 %) at 51-70 km.
from the city : these were found most in Nakhon Ratchsima. There were 32 tourist attractions
(11.99 %) at 11-30 km. from the city : these were found most in Nakhon Ratchsima. There were
31 tourist attractions (11.61 %) which were found the least at 71-90 km. from the city : these
were found most in Chaiyaphum.

5. There were four aspects of the tendency of the scattering of tourist attractions
in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern region as follows:

- Types of tourism : this found that the historical sites were scattered in terms
of the density most at present. In addition, the density of the natural, cultural and human-made

sites tend to be increased.
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- Duration of tourist attractions’ discovery and development to be the tourist
attractions : this found that the tendency of the density of tourist attractions will be increased in
the future.

- Types and duration of tourist attractions’ discovery and development to be the tourist
attractions : this found that the density of the natural, human-made and cultural sites will be
increased in the future.

- The distance form city to tourist attractions : this found that the density of the tourist
attractions located which are far from 0-50 km. The city will be increased, especially,
the human-made and cultural sites.

6. In terms of the strategy planning for enhancing the strengths in development
and management of tourism in the provinces of the Lower Northeastern region, it found
that the historical sites which were found most should be supported, developed, improved,
and constructed the historical routes between the Lower Northeastern provinces of Thailand
and her neighboring countries. In addition, the natural, cultural and human-made sites
which have no directions and are far from each other should be developed in terms
of building up the resting areas in order to support the tourism in the provinces of the

Northeastern region.

Have varies attraction
but have contract tourism source and accessibility problems, have amenities able to develop,
support to ancillary service as varied occupation in community and Hosts have good
attitude for tourism but not completely about Tourism Management and Landscape Tourism
Management. 3 case studies have image of city, ie. path. Edge, district. Node and landmark
in differ level. To set dwelling as relative, village structure roads are grid system, divide
land use as dwelling zone inside village and agriculture zone outside village, to have
overhaul path and contract inside and outside village, to have important edge in a line of
water sources and a line of wilds or law edge such as ; ancient source bounds and
national park bounds, to hame fine grain pattern and uniform texture, in village have
urban space, ie. plaza and corridor space.

The Objectives of this research were to study elephant villages as a tourist attraction in
South Isan (Southern Northeast), to study weaknesses , strengths , opportunities and abstracts
to development of elephant villages as a tourist attraction in South Isan , and to study strategies
in order to support area-based tourism development and management to sustainable tourism in
South Isan by coordinating with neighboring countries.

The research instruments were 3 questionnaires. First questionnaire focused on living area

origin , and quantity of elephants in 6 provinces in South Isan. The second questionnaire was
about general information of 9 elephant districts from 3 provinces and about attitude toward
elephant villages in South Isan. This questionnaire was completed by two groups of samples :
400 tourists and 20 tour companies. The third questionnaire focused on attitude toward impact
of tourism development in elephant villages in South lsan. This questionnaire was completed by
two groups of samples : 400 tourists and 20 tour companies. The third questionnaire focused on
attitude toward impact of tourism development in elephant villages in South Isan. This questionnaire
was completed by samples of people from this area and elephant keepers, 100 copies, and by
samples of tourism officers 3 copies.

These questionnaires were created to examine readiness of this area for tourism
development and to examine weaknesses, strengths , opportunities and obstacles to development
of elephant villages as a tourist attraction in order to guide the tourism development in the
elephant villages.

Results found were as follows ;

1. There were six elephants in Khewa district and Muang district in Chaiyaphum and 84
elephants in Jompra district, Khewasinarin district, Muang district, Chumphonburi district and
Thatoom district in Surin , and 84 elephants in Satuk district and Muang district in burirum. So
there were 175 elephants totally.

2. Major problem was that there wasn't enough area for feeding the elephants because forests
had been destroyed and some were private forests. Domesticated elephants the become roaming
elephants. Some went to work in an elephant camp. Anyway, there was a chance to
develop this area to a tourist attraction on account of outstanding life style, arts and culture
of people in the rea. According to the questionnaires, people living in this area, tourism
officers and elephant keepers had positive attitudes toward the tourism development in
elephant villages in South lsan. They said that the tourism development in their area would bring

public utilities, various career fields and would, finally , lead to better economic condition.
