2.3 Adolescent marriage (from 15 to 19
vears old )

Marriage at adolescent ages is found in
data sets of the 1999 Population Census
as well as the yearly sample surveys.
Table 2.7 indicates the percentage of ever
married population aged 15-19 and
adolescent SMAM 1n 2008.

In the whole country, the proportion of
ever married males aged 15-19 tended to
decline slightly to 1.5%, while it was
quite stable for female adolescents
(6.2%). For both sexes, the proportion of
ever married adolescents residing in rural
areas was twice as high as that of those
who living in urban areas. For the age of
18. the percentage of ever married
females living in rural areas was 11.2%,
and it was doubled for the age of 19
(22.1%). The respective figures for
females living in urban areas were 5.8%
and 11.6%.

There was differential 1n marriage of
adolescents among regions. For both
sexes, the Northern Midlands and
Uplands was the region with the highest
proportion of ever married adolescents;
followed by the Central Highlands and
the Mekong River Delta. In the Northern
Midlands and Uplands, 8 males and 12

The Northern Midlands and Uplands and
the Central Highlands were two regions
with the large proportion of minority
groups, backward customs, under-
developed economic status. These could
result in the marriage rate of adolescents
remained relatively high. The lowest
proportion of ever married males aged
15-19 was for the Red River Delta (0.4%)
while that of females was for the North
Central and South Central Coast (4.1%).

population participated to labour market.
Proportion of employed account for 97.7
and unemployed was 2.3% (1.1 million
unemployed).

As shown in Table 3.1, for the last 10
years from 1998 - 2008, the participation
rate in the national labour force for males
and females has been nearly similar.

The labour force participation rates in
urban and rural areas were significantly
different. In 2008, the labour force
participation rate in rural areas was
almost 10 percent points higher than that
in urban areas (78.5% compared with
68.3%). This gap was registered for both
sexes, but the urban - rural differential for
females was higher than that for males.

The labor force participation rate ranged
between 72% in Southeast and 81.5% m
Northern midlands and Uplands. Notably,
the highest labour force participation rate
was observed 1 the two mountainous
areas — Northern midlands and Uplands
and Central Highlands while it was lowest
for the two most economically developed
areas, including Southeast and Red River
Delta. Moreover, the two Southern regions
(Southeast, Mekong River Delta) were the
regions with the lowest females’ labour
force participation (under 70%). The main
reason was that more women have
engaged into housework in the South. This
result is consistent with those of previous
labor surveys such as the Population
Censuses 1989 and 1999, and the Labour
Force and Employment Surveys
conducted by the Ministry of Labour,
Invalids and Social Affairs.

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Figure 3.2 indicates the change in the age
specific labor force participation rates for
both sexes since the Population Census
1999. As shown i two curves for
females, the labor force participation
rates tented to increase considerably after
age 25. However, for females under 25,
the reverse trend was observed, that 1s,
the labour force participation rate of less
than 25 year old females decreased. The
main reason was that more and more
young females have spent a lot of time 1n
pursuit of higher education and more and
more aged females participated in labour
force. It can be said that both young and
aged females have also well improved in
term  of their human resource
development during the last 10 years

3.1.2 Profile of the Labour Force

a. Educational level

Education is one of the important
indicators reflecting the quality of the
labour force. In this Survey, educational
level was classified into 5 groups,
mcluding: (1) Never attended, (2) Not
completed primary school, (3) completed
primary school, (4) completed lower
secondary school and (5) completed
secondary school. Table 3.3 and Figure
3.3 indicate the change i labour force
composition by educational attainment in
the last 10 years.

areas was 71%, compared with 49.6% in
rural areas.

There was a considerable differential in
educational level of the labour force
among regions. The proportion of those
who have never attended school was the
largest in the Northern midlands and
Uplands, accounting for 9.3% of the
regional labour force. Following were
Central Highlands (8.7%), and Mekong
River Delta (5.5%). The latter have been
also the regions with the lowest
proportion of secondary school graduates
participating in the regional labor force,
especially in Mekong River Delta (just
12.6% - that is more than half of the
national average). Two regions with the
highest socio-economic growth rate,
attracting a large number of highly
educated persons were Red River Delta
and Southeast, with respectively 31% of
participants who graduated secondary
school or above.

b. Qualification of workers

As shown in Table 3.4, the proportion of
economically active males who with at
least a bachelor’s degree was higher than
that of females for all above mentioned
classifications.

In 2008, the
difference in share was 4 times between
the region with the highest share of
economically active population who with
at least a bachelor’s degree and the region
with the lowest.

As shown i Tables 3.3 and 3.4, the
proportion of economically active
population who underwent training in
Vietnam was still small. In 2008,
economically active population who
underwent vocational training,
constituted less than one-fifth of the total
labour force. The proportion of trained
persons participating in the labor force
was largest in the Southeast (27.5%) and
in the Red River Delta (22.6%) and while
it was lowest in the Mekong River Delta
(9.6%) and in the Central Highlands
(14.1%). The proportion of trained
persons in the labour force for males was
higher than that for females.

Above analysis about educational level
and professional skill in Vietnam shows
that the proportion of economically
active population who underwent training
was still small and unequally distributed
among regions. Notably, Mekong River
Delta, regarded as the granary, also was
the region which had the smallest
proportions of economically active
population who with at least a bachelor’s

3.2 Employment

Vietnam’s economy has undergone
significant changes in the early twenty-
first century. These important changes
coupled with  the  educational
improvement in the labour force over
time have altered the structure and
distribution of employed persons.

The majority of the labour force was
composed of employed persons while
unemployed persons constituted just a
small share. Therefore, the basic
characteristics of employed persons such
as marital status, educational attainment,
qualification or technical level, etc
contribute to define the basic
characteristics of the labor force that we
mentioned in the previous section. The
section hereafter will focus on the
specificities of the employed population.

3.2.1 Employment rate
Figure 3.4 presents the employment rate

of the population aged 15 and over from
1998 to 2008. The employment rate,

3.2.2 Composition of employed
population by economic sector

Table 3.5 indicates the change in
distribution of the working population by
three economic sectors: (1) State
economic sector, (2) Non-state economic
sector and (3) Foreign invested economic
sector in the 8 years preceding the 2008
survey. In terms of the composition, the
proportion of employed persons working
in the state and foreign invested
economic sectors increased, while there
was a decline in the share of the non-state
economic sector.

Table 3.6 also indicates that the
largest proportion of employed persons
(73.3%) was working in the Household/
individual sector, reflecting the low
development of the labour market in
Vietnam.

The last column in Table 3.6 presents the
proportion of females in the total labour
force classified by economic sector. The
dat shown the proportion of females
working in the foreign-invested
economic sector was higher than that of
males and was largest (63.2%), as
compared to that of other economic
sectors.

and sporting activities (48.6%). The
male-female differential was higher for
the remaining. Categories with a larger
proportion of employed females were T.
Private households with employed
persons  (80.1%); 1. Hotels and
restaurants (71.7%); P. Education and
training (70%); G. Wholesale and retail
trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles (60.1%) and Q. Health and
social work (60.8%). Some categories
with a lower share of employed females
were H. Transport and storage (8.4%), F.
Construction (8.3%), and D. Electricity,
gas, steam, hot-water supply and air
conditioning (17.2%).

Wage workers
ranked second accounting for one-third
of working population. In developed
country, proportion of wage worker
account for more than 80% of employed
while this figure was just nearly 30% in
Vietnam.

Those who worked less than 35 hours
during the week preceding the survey,
were required to declare whether they
were willing to work more or not. If the
answer was “Yes”, she/he would be
defined as an underemployed person.

As shown 1n Table 3.15, the
underemployment in Vietnam was rather
high. In 2008, five out of 100 employed
persons were underemployed. Similar to
the average usual hours worked, the
underemployment differential was not
much by gender but considerable
between urban and rural areas. In 2008,
the underemployment rate in rural areas
was 3 times higher than that in urban
areas.

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3.3 Unemployment

Unemployment 1s a major social
economic 1ssue that most countries have
had to cope with. Vietham is not an
exception. Understanding unemployment
well, we can assess exactly the living
standard as well as the economic and
social stability, etc...in one country. The
Labour Force and Employment Surveys
are useful mformation sources for us to
research and evaluate this matter.

3.3.1 Profile of the unemployment
population

The unemployment population consists
of persons aged 15 and over who
satisfied all three conditions: (1) did not
work, (2) were available for work and
(3) were actively looking for job during
the reference period. This group also
includes persons, who were not
currently working but were taking steps
to start their own business or taking a
new job after the reference period; or
those, during the reference week, who
are always available for work but are not
looking for a job due to their temporary
1llness, being busy in their private matter
(care of death, marriage, care of baby),
bad weather, being waiting for a
seasonal crop.

Results of the Population Change,
Labour Force and Family Planning
Survey 2008 show that as of 1/4/2008,
Vietnam had 1,080,376 unemployed
persons, of which 621,135 were females,
accounting for 57.5% of the total
unemployed population.

In 2008, the global financial crisis has
mfluenced to most economies all over the
world. Vietnam’s economy has faced
with some difficulties, including the price
increase, the reduction of growth rate and
even that many enterprises have been
forced to narrow their business scale and
start cutting down the workforce. In this
context, females are more vulnerable,
resulting in the fact that there are more
unemployed females.

Apart from the Midlands and Mountains
in the North, where the number of
unemployed females was nearly similar
to that of unemployed males, the
unemployed female was dominant in the
remaining regions. The percentage
proportion of the unemployed female was

a. Age

Accounting just 34.5% of the total
population aged 15 and over, the young
unemployed population aged from 15 to
29 constituted nearly two thirds of share
(approximately 64.0% of 1.080.376
unemployed persons). Among them, the
largest proportion was for the age group
20-24 (30.0%); followed by the age
group 25-29 (18.7%). Remarkably,
15.2% of the total young unemployed
population belonged to the youngest age
group 15-19.

According to the International Labour
Organization  (1LO), the youth
unemployment 1s becoming an obvious
risk for developing countries. The reason
1s that the youth forms a large proportion
mn the labor force of the industrial
countries. The increasing youth
unemployment rate results partly from
the fact that more labourers join into the
labour market whereas the economics
have not gained a reasonable growth rate
n order to meet the job demand.

The unemployed population was
distributed into the following age groups
with the gradual decline of share.

Analyzing the percentage of the
unemployed female by age groups
indicates that the highest percentage of
unemployed females was for two mid-
age groups, namely 25-29 and 30-49
(64% and 60%, respectively). The
phenomenon comes from various
reasons, of which the reason of lower
job demand and the reason of fewer job
opportunities need to be mentioned. It
can be explained that mid-aged females
have to both work for earning and play
nature roles as wives and mothers.
Therefore, they should belong to the
targeted group of the women’s
empowerment and gender equality
strategies, being implemented by the
Government and the Communist Party
of Vietnam. In the other hand, the
women empowerment goal needs
towards this group.

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b. Educational level and technical
qualification of the unemployed
population

In order to collect information on the
educational level and  technical
qualification of the unemployed
population, the Population Change,
Labour Force and Family Planning
Survey 1/4/2008 gave two questions
relating to the highest educational grade
and kind of grade system that the
respondent has been attending or
completed and the highest technical
qualification attained.

In general, Vietnam’s unemployed
population has attained quite a good
educational level. As of 1/4/2008, 38% of
the unemployed population has
completed secondary school while those
who have never attended school and not
completed primary school, accounted for
only a small proportion (11%). The last
column of table 3.3 presents the
proportion of the unemployed female per
the total unemployed population
classified by the highest educational
attamment. As shown, when the
educational level increased, the share of
the unemployed female declined
gradually. In the category “completed
secondary school”, the proportion of the
unemployed female accounted for just
54% of the total unemployed population.
This suggests that at the same educational
level, the job opportunities of females are
equal to those of males. Therefore, one of
measures on offering more job
opportunities to females 1s to improve
their knowledge.

Compared to 2007, the composition of
the unemployed population by technical
qualification has changed. The proportion
of those who have had no technical
qualification increased by 10 percent
points (from 65.9% up to 75.7%),
whereas that of others declined. That is,
most unemployed people added in this
year were those who have not undergone
any training courses.

Notably, among those who have undergone
training courses, the largest share, once
again, belonged to the group “completed
secondary vocational school” (10,7% in
2007 and 8.4% 1n 2008). This reveals that
the demand of this training 1s low.

Table 3.20 indicates the linkage among
marital status, sex and unemployment.

This can be explained that females often
have fewer job opportunities and get
lower salary if taking the same job as
males do. In addition, after marriage,
married females have to spend most of
their time for caring family. Therefore, it
will be more difficult to take chances of
job. On the contrary, along with the
natural advantages in job, after marriage,
males usually have to play as bread-
winners in their family. Therefore, they
will have to struggle more to look for and
keep job.

Figure 3.5 shows the differential in the
unemployment rate among regions. In
2008, Red River Delta was still the region
with the highest unemployment rate
(5.4%), followed by the Southeast (4.9%)
and the North Central and South Central
Coast (4.8%). These are the regions with
a large proportion of urban population.
The lowest unemployment rate was for
the Central Highlands (2.5%), followed
by the Mekong River Delta and the
Northern Midlands and Uplands (4.1%
and 4.2%, respectively).

According to the TLO reports on the
global employment trends i 2009, since
the Asian crisis, the unemployment trend
18 increasing but in general, the
unemployment rate of the South-East
Asia - Pacific region 1s relatively low, as
compared to other regions in the world
and stable in recent years (5.5% in 2007).

However, it 1s worthy to worry that the
female unemployment rate in the region
increases more and more, even if they
are defined as persons who participate
less than males in the labour market. In
2007, the unemployment rate for
females in the region was 5.8% while
that for males was only 5.3%. Compared
to 1998, the male-female differential
was 0.7 percent points.

Just considering about the unemployment
rate, it can be concluded that Vietnam’s
unemployment rate remains at normal
level as compared to that of the region (as
shown in table 3.21).

Notably, as a way to get to the true
employment situation, especially for
developing countries, whose the level of
the social welfare 1s low, it 1s necessary
to analyze simultaneously both the
unemployment rate and the
underemployment rate. As per ILO
recommendations, these two indicators
can support and explain each other.
Moreover, V. 1. Lenin also regarded the
underemployment as  the  semi
unemployment and the unemployment as
the full unemployment.

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For the economically inactive population,
females were more than males. The
widest gender differential in share was
concentrated mostly from 25 to 54 years
of age. The fact 1s that at this age group,
most women have engaged into
household work.

Among categories of the economically
inactive population by reason for not
working, the group “in school/student”
constituted the largest proportion
(39.0%). “Household/family duties”
accounted for 17.1%, in which
majority was female (95.8%).
Following was the group “Disabled”
(14.9%) while the proportion of “don’t
want to work” was 19.1%.

Table 3.23 also mdicates that 61.1% of
the economically inactive population was
female. It was remarkable that the
proportion of economically inactive
males, who did not participate into the
labour force due to the reason “in
school/student”, was 50.8% while that of
females was only 31.5%. This, one again,
reveals the gender imequality m the

opportunities of learning.

Ninety percentages of economically
inactive people were those who have had
no technical qualification, suggesting that
job training will be a measure on
providing more job opportunities to
labourers.

As of 1/4/2008,
there were about 376,543 discouraged
workers, accounting approximately 0.6%
of the total population aged 15 and over.

Major lindings

Results of the Population Change,
Labour Force and Family Planning
Survey 1/4/2008 show that:

For the unemployed population, females
were more than males. This proves partly
that the labour force participation of
females increased. However, they were
more vulnerable to social-economic
1ssues, especially in the present context.

In Vietnam, the unemployment rate 1s not
high, whereas the underemployment rate
18 becoming a rough social issue,
especially in rural areas as well as in the
context of the global economic crisis.

Creating jobs for the youth should be
prioritized.

When analyzing some characteristics of
the unemployed population such as the
educational level, the technical
qualification and so on, the female-male
differentials were still a little bit large

Red River Delta was the region with the
highest unemployment rate as usual,
2.9% higher than that of the Central
Highlands — the region with the lowest
unemployment rate.

4.1. Fertility and Trends
4.1.1 Total Fertility Rate

The most common indicator used in
analyzing the level and trend of fertility 1s
the total fertility rate (TFR), which is
interpreted as the average number of
children that would be born alive to a
woman during her lifetime if she were to
pass through her childbearing years
conforming to the age specific fertility
rates of a given year. Table 4.1 presents
the total fertility rate (TFR) calculated
from the results of the 1999 Population
and Housing Census (PHC) and
Population Change and Family Planning
Surveys (PCFPS), which were conducted
annually from 2001 to 2008. The figures
in Table 4.1 show that there 1s a general
decline m fertility rates, despite a little
increase from lst April, 2001 to 31st
March, 2002, particularly during the 12
months from 1st April, 2003 to 31st
March, 2004. However, TER decreased
sharply during the period from 1st April,
2004 to 31st March, 2005 (0.12
decreased) and during the 2 years 2006-
2007 (0.02 decreased per year). As of
now, Vietnam total fertility rate 1s under
the replacement fertility level.

4.1.2 Age specific fertility rate

There was a significant change in fertility
pattern by age, as shown from the
comparison between Vietnam’s
Population Change Surveys in 2008 and
in 2006. The pattern of fertility behavior
has tended to change into the one of
giving birth late (see Figure 4.1). The
fertility rate among the age group 15-19
1s 20 per thousand, 128 per thousand
among age group 20-24 and reached the
highest index of 138 per thousand among
age group 25-29. The fertility rate
reduced rapidly with 81 per thousand for
the age group 30-34 and just 38 per
thousand for the age group 35-39. At the
highest age group, the fertility level was
very low with only two per thousand.

4.1.3 Crude Birth Rate

Similar to TFR, Crude Birth Rate (CBR),
as shown in Table 4.4, was estimated
from data collected in the 1999
Population and Housing Census and
annual Population Change Surveys, from
1/7/2000 to 1/4/2008.

4.2 Regional differentials of fertility

There are considerable differences in
fertility among geographical - economic
regions. Central Highlands, Northern
Midlands and Highlands have generally
been the regions with high fertility. The
Population Change Survey 1/4/2008
indicates that, Crude Birth Rate (CBR) of
12 months (from 1st April, 2007 to 31st
March, 2008) of the Central Highlands 1s
21 per thousand, which is 5 per thousand
higher than that of the Southeast. TFR of
the Central Highlands 1s 2.68 children per

Table 1.1 shows distribution of
population at 1st April 2008 by region,
sex and residence. The country’s
population was increased 987.6 thousand
persons compared to the time-point of
1/4/2007. Number of persons residing in
urban area occupied 27.9% and rural area
was 72.1% of whole population, male
occupied 48.8% and female was 51.2%
of whole population. The growth rate of
population at 1/4/2008 as compared to at
1/4/2007 is 1.2%.

At present, whole territory of Vietnam 1s
divided mto new 6 economic-
geographical regions. As compared to old
8 economic-geographical regions, there
have been some changes as follows: Red
River Delta includes provinces belong
Red River Delta (old), except Quang
Ninh; Northern midlands and uplands
comprises 2 regions of Northeast (old)
and Northwest (old), except Quang Ninh;

1.2 Population distribution

Table 1.2 presents the percentage
distribution of land area and population
by 6 economic-geographical regions of
Vietnam 1n 2008. Data in Table 1.2 show
that Vietnam population 1s distributed not
evenly and there are some key
differentials by region. Population
concentrate m two deltas of Red and
Mekong Rivers, where 43 percent of the
country population live 1, but comprise
only nearly 19% of land area. These two
regions are deltas of two large rivers
where land i1s fertile and agriculture
cultivation 1s advantageous. On the
contrary, two regions of the Northern
midlands and highlands and Central
Highlands only share under one-fifth of
the country’s population (nearly 19%),
but comprise nearly half of land area
(45%).

The structure of population by sex and
age reflects an overall picture in relation
to fertility and mortality level, and
population growth rate of many
generations. The significant reduction in
fertility and the gradual increase in life
expectancy have resulted in the ageing
population 1n Vietnam, with a smaller
proportion of young population vis-a-vis
the greater proportion of old population.

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The narrowing of pyramid bottom’s three
bars for both sexes, especially of two age
groups 0-4 and 5-9, indicates that fertility
level of Vietnam’s population has been
continuously and rapidly decreased over
the last ten years. The fact that top of the
age pyramid that is more widened as
compared to that of the 1999 Census has
reflected an increase in number of the
aged people in the country. This
phenomenon could be due to the
reduction of mortality.

The 2008 population pyramid also shows
that for both sexes, bars of the middle
range have been evenly “broadened”,
making the shape of the pyramid
gradually become a form of “drum
barrel”. This illustrates that number of the
population entering working age is also
rapidly increasing. This 1s an advantage
but it 1s also a pressure for finding a
solution to employment in Vietnam.

birth, the proportion of population aged
65 and over n the country increased from
under 5% in 1989 to 6% in 1999, and
nearly 8% in 2008.

One of the mmportant indicators
expressing the trend of population ageing
1s the Ageing Index, which is the percent
of population aged 65 or more to
population aged 15 or less. This index
reflects the structure of the dependent
population. Table 1.4 displays Vietnam’s
Agemng Indexes over the years of 1989,
1999 and 2008. The Ageing Index has
mcreased from 12% in 1989 to 17% 1n
1999, and has reached 30% in 2008. This
shows that the ageing in Vietnam has
been occurring quite fast for nearly the
last two decades.

The age structure of the population is
used to calculate the total dependency
ratio. This indicator reflects the
relationship of age, fertility and mortality
levels with labour force in the country.
The dependency ratio 1s an indicator used
to assess the quality of the population and
it reflects the burden of the working age
population able to work. Table 1.5 shows
dependency  ratios for  Vietnam
population calculated from the censuses
of 1979, 1989 and 1999 as well as the
1/4/2008 population change, labour force
and family planning survey. Total
dependency ratio i1s defined as the
percentage of number of people below 15
years old (0-14) plus people aged 60
years old and above to people aged
between 15 and 59.

Table 1.5 indicates that total dependency
ratio in Vietnam has declined steeply over
the years. According to the results of the
1989 and 1999 censuses, after 10 years,
total dependency ratio decreased 16
percentage points, from 86% in 1989 to
70 percent in 1999. This ratio is 54
percent in 2008. The decline in total
dependency ratio of Vietnam has been
contributed mainly by the reduction of
the child dependency ratio (0-14). This
could be the result of the effective family
planning programmers. The child
dependency ratio has declined over the
same period from 84 in 1979 down to 38
n 2008. That 1s, after 29 years, the child
dependency ratio has reduced to more
than a half. Meanwhile, the old
dependency ratio has continuously
increased 1n the last 20 years (from 1989
to 2008) but slightly.

1.4 Tinh hinh di hoc phé théng

The decline in child dependency ratio
once again affirms that fertility level has
been continuously reduced in Vietnam
for over the last 20 years. This reaffirmed
the fact that the dependency burden for
the working age population able to work
has declined more and more.

currently going to general school i1s a
little higher than that of rural population
(80 versus 78%). The fact is that 90
percent of children aged 6-9 go to general
school. This figure of age group 10-14 1s
nearly 93 percent. Less than one-tenth (8
percent) of children aged 6-9 have never
attended general school. Proportion of
children aged 10-14 and 15-19 who stop
going to school is much lower than that
of the 1999 Census (6 versus 11 percent
and 41 versus 52 percent, respectively).
Quite low data of age groups in column
“Never attended general school” also
indicate the improvement of Vietnam’s
education in the past years. Almost all
children aged 10-14 years are currently
attending general school.

Table 1.8, which presents school
attendance of children aged 6-9 by
provinces, provides more details about
enrolment rate in the first years of the
primary school. Data show that some
provinces in the Northern midlands and
Uplands, Central Highlands and Mekong
River Delta experience disadvantages in
education. Eighteen out of 64 provinces
are with higher than 10 percent of
children aged 6-9 years who have never
attended school. Cao Bang 1i1s the
province with the highest rate (over 15
percent), followed by Lai Chau (nearly
15 percent). One of the reasons for this
situation might be that these provinces
are located in mountainous areas with
difficult terrain for traveling, which
hinders children to go to school at the
right age. The Mekong River Delta has
many rivers, canals and ditches requiring
boats and, ferries as means of transport, it
1s sometimes dangerous for traveling,
especially for children to go to school.

Figure 1.2 reveals that generally
speaking, female is more likely to be no-
schooling than male. In other words,
female faces more disadvantage in
education than male does. However, the
fact that the two curves are close at
younger age groups and more far away
from each other at older age groups
indicates that the educational difference
by sex 1s narrowed in the recent years.

Data in Table 1.9 indicate that two-fifths
of children who are currently attending
general school go to primary school (40
percent), more than one-third go to
lower-secondary school (37 percent), and
one-fifth go to upper-secondary school

1.5 Literacy

A quite complete national education
system has been established, comprising
degrees, levels and kinds of education
such as public, community-based and
private ones. In 2000, Vietnam stated that
the country reached a national standard
of illiterate eradication and generalization
of primary education which is one of the
Millennium Development Goals that
Vietnam committed to implement.

Being able to read and write called as
literacy 1s defined as ability of a person
to read and write simple sentence in a
national or ethnic language or a foreign
language with understanding. Results of
the 2008 survey indicate that 94 percent
of population aged 15 years and over are
literate, increasing 3 percent points in
comparison with that of 1999. According
to two last population censuses, literacy
rate has grown up 3 percentage point for
the 10-year period of 1989-1999 (from 88
to 91 percent).

Data also show that, similar to the
country’s level, literacy of the regions 1s
universal, except for Northern midlands
and mountain areas where this rate is the
lowest, also reaches 89 percent. Some
provinces in this region have difficult
travelling location and inferior economic
status as compared to other regions. As a
results number of children going to
school 1s limited.

In the entire country, the literate rate of

urban areas 1s 5 percentage points higher
in comparison with that of rural areas (97

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Before the year 2005, questions to collect
information on marital status were
designed for people aged 13 and over.
However, results showed that the
proportion of those who belonged to the
age goup 13-14 was inconsiderable.
Therefore, since the 2006 Population
Change and Family Planning Sample
Survey, two questions on marital status
have been standardized and the
information collection is only for people
aged 15 and over. They involve to (i) the
current marital status and (11) the solar
month and year that marital event
occurred.

According to the survey regulation, a
person 1s considered “married” if he/she
1s regarded as married person by law or
by habit custom or currently living with a
partner of the opposite sex as
husband/wife. The marital status of a
person only belongs to one of the
following two categories: (1) the first
category “ever married” consists of those
who are currently married, widowed
(persons whose wedlock partner have
died and have not remarried yet),
divorced (persons who have been
divorced by law and have not remarried
yet) or separated (persons who have been
married but are not currently living with
their wedlock partner as husband/wife);
(2) the second category only includes
never-married persons.

In the 1st April 2008 sample survey, the
marital status of persons aged 15 and
over was introduced in general by the

2.1 Trend in marriage

Table 2.1 presents the percentage
distribution of marital status of population
aged 15 and over at the time of the survey by
age group and sex. As compared to the 2007
survey, the proportion of currently married
population aged 15 and over slightly
mcreased up a little bit. In particular, 67%
of males are currently married while 63% of
females are currently married. Marriage in
Vietnam 1s found to be nearly universal,
especially among males. In the age group
50-54. the percentage of males who ever
married was 98.6% while that of females
was 94%.

In general, females joined into marital union
earlier than males. In the age group 15-19.
just 1.5% of males ever married while the
proportion of ever married females was
6.2%. For 20-24 age group, the percentage
of ever married females was twice higher
than that of males (47.2 % as against 22%)
and the gap was larger as compared with the
year 2005 (42% as against 20%,
respectively). Before age 35, the proportion
of never married females was smaller than
that of males. However, after age 35, the
trend was mverse (as shown n Figure 2.1).

For 15-49 age group, the proportion of
currently married males was 60%, while
that of currently married females was 65%.
They are both higher than those of the year
2005 (57% and 62%, respectively).

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Table 2.2 shows that there was a
differential in marriage trend between
rural and urban, as well as among social-
economics regions. For ages 15 and over,
the proportion of never married people
residing in urban areas was higher than
that of those who living 1n rural areas
(28.9% as against 25.4%) and inversely,
the proportion of currently married
people residing in rural areas was higher
than that of those who living in urban
areas (66% and 62.5%, respectively). If
the proportion of widowed people living
n rural areas was twice as high as that of
those who living in urban areas (11% as
against 6%) in 2005. as shown in the
results of the 2008 survey, the proportion
of widowed people residing in rural areas
declined but still remained higher than
that of those who living in urban areas
(7.4% as against 6.5%). In general, the
rate of divorce 1s low. However, for the
periods 2005-2007 and 2008. the rate of
divorce in urban areas was twice as high
as that i rural areas (1.6% as against
0.8%). Females living in urban areas
accept divorce more easily partly due to
the fact that they are more economically
mdependent than those who residing in
rural areas. In the last three years, the
proportion of separated population was
not considerable and there was no
significant differential between urban and
rural (about 0.5%). And the figure was
under 1% for both sexes.

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Among 6 regions, the Southeast attracted
more young labourers residing in this
region as well as neighboring areas. They
came for jobs in the industrial zones. The
majority of these young labourers were
single because they wanted to get
permanent jobs. This resulted in the fact
that the Southeast was the region with the
highest proportion of never married
population (32.7%), of which 35.4% of
males and 30.1% of females were never
married. Following were the Central
Highlands, the North Central and South
Central Coast. In addition, the Southeast
was also the region with the highest rate
of divorce. The rate of divorce for
females was twice as high as that for
males (2.4% as compared with 1.1%).

Table 2.3 mtroduces marital features of
Vietnam population in the period 1999-
2008. such as the percentage of ever
married population aged 15-19, 20-24,
45-49 and the singulate mean age at
marriage (SMAM). The singulate mean
age at marriage shows the mean duration
(number of years) during which a
synthetic cohort of brides and grooms
had been single before joined into their
first marital union. Normally, this
indicator 1s calculated separately for
males and females. The percentage of
ever married males in the youngest age
goup 15-19 tended to reduce slightly.
Data in 2008 also indicates that the
percentage of ever married males in the
age group 20-24 as well as that of
females in two age groups 15-19 and 20-
24 tended upward as compared to those
five years ago.

Policy makers,
development planners, researchers,
international organizations and mass
media have always requested GSO to
provide key data collected from the
survey. Survey data has helped the Party
and Government agencies at the central
level assess the implementation of key
population and labour force indicators,
trend and social economic characteristics
of the population.

The Population Change, Labour Force
and Family Planning Survey is a sample
survey conducted annually by General
Statistics Office (GSO). The purposes
and requirement of the survey were to
collect basic information:

- Measuring  the  prevalence of
contraceptive uses, menstrual regulation
and induced abortion;

The collected information must
represent for each of province/city,
rural and urban, regions (6 regions)
and the whole country.

2. Coverage rule and interview unit

The 2008 Population Change, Labour
force and Family Planning Sample
Survey covered all households and usual
residents of sampled enumeration areas
at the time of the survey, persons aged 15
years and over; all births and deaths,
which occurred in the household in the
duration from 17th February 2007 (that
18, the 1st date of “Dinh Ho1” lunar New
Year 2007) to the end of March 31 2008;
and all movements into sampled
enumeration areas during the 12 months
before the time of the survey.

Usual residents of a household can be
defined as persons who have actually
lived in that household, or have recently
moved to live permanently in that
household, irrespective of whether those
persons were registered or not.

The interview units are households. A
household 1s a social unit comprises
either one person living alone or a group
of persons living in the same dwelling
and sharing meals together, without
regard to whether they are i a flesh and
blood relation or not, or whether they
share a commom incomings and
outgoings budget, or the combination of
the two.

Enumerators and supervisors were
recruited based on their education,
experience and their understanding of the
local habits and customs, and their health
must be good enough.

statistical officials.

The training for the fieldworkers was
conducted in March 2008. It was
separated in two stages, each stage was
conducted for 3 days. The first stage was
the training at the central level. For the
first stage, two survey staff from each
province participated at the training
course in Ha Noi and Ho Chi Minh City.
The main professional training the
second stage was conducted for
enumerators and supervisors before the
fieldwork.

5. Fieldwork and quality control

The survey started from 1st April 2008.
Except for some remote areas, the
fieldworks were to be completed within
15 days. During this period, every
enumerator had to visit each of the
households in his/her enumeration area to
conduct interviews and to fill in the
questionnaire.

Enumerators had to mterview the
household’s heads to collect information
on each of the houschold’s members. A
